The Torryburn burglary case be-

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The men who are charged with
the offence, Johnson, Wilson, Beckett
and Leslie, conducted their own de-
fence from their position in the dock.
The evidence given was about the same
glven at the preliminary inquiry before
the police magistrate, Hon. H, A, Mc-
Keown is prosecuting,

At this morning’s session of the court,
Beckett, one of the prisoners, rose in
his place in the dock and requested
the judge to permit him to call Magis-
trate Ritchie as a witness, for the pur-
pose of corroborating his testimony
glven at the preliminary examination
before the magistrate.

Magistrate Ritchie was sent for. He
soon entered the court and on taking
the stand Beckett questioned him.

Judge Ritchie said that it was his
impression that Mrs. Downey on the
day of the preliminary inquiry before
him in the police court was unable to
identify Beckett as one of those whom
she saw at Torryburn. He sald, if his
memory served him, Mrs. Downey on
the day of the inquiry was quite posi-
tive as to Thompson, the color of the
clothes he wore enabling her to identify
him. It was particularly on that ac-
count that the magistrate sent him up
for trial.

The prisoner called two boys em-
ployed in Turner's restaurant, King
square, Roy Hubley and Chas, Hazle.
They swore that they had seen Thomp-
son in the restaurant in Tuesday the
18th of August, between the hours of
eleven and twelve, Thompson was
exhibiting a watch which he carried
.and attempting to strike an exchange.
The watch in the possession of the
police resembled that which Thompson
was carrying on him that day.

Mr., McKeown called Jacob Reubins,
a clothier at 48 Mill street, to examine
the clothes stolen from Downey.
Beckett upon whom the clothes were
found contended that he had bought
them in France,

Mr, Reubins said that the clothes
were of an English manufacture and
that the suit was made in Canada.
He could almost tell by the buttons
and the lining of the suit that the
clothes had been bought in his store.

Mr Reubins was allowed to go to his
store and bring a suit of clothes for
the purpose of compuhon with that
stolen from “out:
features of both suits wm might go
to show that they were of the same
make,

Thomson, who has shown himself
quite capable of conducting his own
defence, followed with a few remarks.
Mr. McKeown, in opening tq the jury,
sald that as no counsel has appeared
to defend the prisoners, he had Tfelt
that they should have the largest lati-
tude In conducting their own defence.
It seemed to him unquestionably that
two of the young men on trial at least
were gullty of the offence.

His Honor charged the jury rather
favorably to the prisoners.

No Windand Heavy Fog at Sandy
Hook Postpones Deciding

NEW YORK, Sept. 2,—There seemed
t0 be less chance at dawn today for a
race between Rellance and S8hamrock
III, than on any day since the yachts
first met off Sandy Hook, two weeks
ago tomorrow, The alr was absolute-
ly without life and the fog was so thick
that objects twenty fect away could
not be seen. When the crews tumbled
out of their bunks it was to find them-
selves enveloped in a shroud of nasty
heavy mist that settled in thick mois-
ture over deck and spars. Neverthe-
less, they began to prepare the boats
for a race, should a breeze fit for race
ing spring up. Roth crews put their
foresails in stops. Shamrock's crew
raised the big malirbail, while the Re-
llance unstripped the cover of thelrs
and made it ready for hoisting. To-
wards nine o'clock the rain had clear-
ed away enough of the mist to give
the observers on shore a view of the
yachts, half a mile away. At  that
time there was a shift of the wind to
the northeast and an increase to three
miles, but it blew fitfully and not
steadily enough to clear the atmos-
phere,

The yachts left for the starting line
at 10 o'clock. At Il they were waiting
for the start which, owing to fog and
calm, was postponed. At 12.835 there
being no change in the weather, the
race was declared off. Another at-
tempt will be made tomorrow,

WASTED WIND.

The Council Committee and Man-
ager Earle Spend the Morning
in Talk—Same Result.

The sub-committee appointed to deal
with the street railway request for per-
mission to extend the line to the im-
migration building at Sand Point and
down Rodney wharf, met with Man-
ager Earle at City Hall this forenoon.

It is found that although Rodney
wharf is quite narrow, there is room
on the south side for a car track. This
would necessitate the planking of the
north side of the wharf right over to
the platform, and thus doing away
with the Cushing ditch,

A suggestion was made to the effect
‘sldvated roed e built, start-
ing from a point on Union street, and
that from this point the cars should
run to an overhead station at the ferry
slip,

The street rallway cannot put rails on
Rodney wharf without permission from
the council and some of the committee
thought that no rights Abould pass to
the company until the, whole Carleton
line had been completed, or a guarantee
given that it would be completed with-
in a certain time. The railway com-
pany is now working on what is known
as the northern section of the Carleton
line, which will run from Tilton’s cor-
ner down to Union street, by way of
King street, and to Rodney wharf. The
other section will make a circuit of the
southern part of the city, connecting
at Tilton’s corner with the line to the
bridge.

1t is in order that this southern sec-
tion must be completed that some of
the committee today asked that rights
be reserved. This will do away with
the possibility of the railway build-
ing and operating what will probably
be the paying section of the line to the
neglect of the other section.

Another question which came up was
the matter of fares. Mr. Earle was
asked to agree that the fare charged
to any part of the city should be not
more than five cents. This means that
transfers would be given both at the
ferry floats and at the bridge.

In regard to the extension along
Union street to the immigration build-
ing, very little was done, as this ques-
tion depends to a certain extent on the
arrangement made with the dry dock
company.
