Well the tele­
phone is a very useful instrument, 
eve. but it is the etc. that mirrors 
human characteristics more than 
does any etc. concerning the cow.

If one is the unfortunate victim 
of having to sit and listen to a real 
gossipy nature letting out over the 
telephone, ye gods, It’s a trial of pa­
tience if it isn’t funny enough to 
laugh over. Some people enjoy call­
ing up the circle of their various 
friends almost daily, asking them 
how they are, how’s the baby, what 
did you do last week, with the va­
riations of "I haven’t seen you for a 
long time", "I haven’t been any­
where”, “Did you hear about Mrs. 
So and So breaking down or being 
obliged to give up this and that, for 
a while. “Well I don’t wonder, she’s 
been on the go so much, human na­
ture can’t stand everything" and so 
on odinflnitum. Perfectly harlmess. 
sometimes pleasant but so boresome 
when repeated over and over again. 
Some people never seem to run out 
ci topics and the most trivial mat­
ter is discussed at length over the 
phone. A very useful social instru­
ment.

Nevertheless as all good social in­
tercourse is founded on considera­
tion of others it wouldn’t be a baa 
idea to have telephone booths or 
small rooms in residences as well as 
public places. The telephone might 
have extention faculties of course, 
where one might carry on conversa­
tion in an unoccupied room that 
could be conveniently closed but ex- 
lentions are expensive. Or phones

>r even in closets. Anyway there is 
room for improvement in the placing 
of telephones and there ought to be 
some contrivance for making them 
conversationally soundless at a very 
short distance.
