Some of the best wheat ever
grown in Western Canada was sown
late. A sample from this district which
took first prize at the World's Fair at
Chicago in 1893, was grown in a field

previous season. The weather during
the succeeding summer was favorable,
of course, but there is a reasonable
basis for the assumption that the
coming season will be equally satis-
factory. If seeding is finished before
May 24 so much the better.

W.T. PARSONS
GETS BIG C.P.R.
CONTRACT

Winnipeg, April 17—The Canadian
Pacific Railway has let a contract for
the Jackfish cut off, on the Superior
division, to W. T. Parsons. The line
will be about three miles long and will
be built seven miles east of Jackfish.
For some time past, and more particu-
larly last summer, the Canadian Pa-
cific Railway has had trouble with its
timber trestles along the north shore.
A number of trestles have been burn-
ed and there have been many delays in
consequence of fires. Wherever pos-
sible the company either has filled in
these trestles or has replaced them
with steel bridges. East of Jackfish,
however, filling is impossible because
of muskegs and other difficulties en-
countered, and it has been decided,
therefore, to abandon this portion of
the line. A new section will run north
of the present line. It involves the re-
moving of 80,000 cubic yards of rock
and the cutting of a tunnel 300 feet in
length.

York's Recomemndation.

The York Council went very fully
into the matter and made many val-
uable suggestions.

As the Hon. members knew,
there were frequent changes in coun-
cillors who were elected by the people,
and who constituted two members of
the Highway Board.

A Secretary Treasurer.

The appointment of a secretary
treasurer by the Government would
give permanancy to that office a most
important one as he had the paying
out of all. moneys and the keeping
of accounts.The Highway Board would
have control of all funds for roads both
the Government grant and taxes col-
lected in the parish. This gave com-
plete control to the county councils.

The only remuneration the Commis-
sioners would receive would be ex-
emption from road taxes unless the
County Council saw -fit to further re-
munerate them in which case the Gov-
ernment would give the same remun-
eration. The Highway Board would
meet, divide the parish into as many
many districts as desirable to appoint
a Commissioner for each district,
who would collect taxes and expend
the same on the order of the Board
and for his services he would receive
not exceeding 10 per cent. The Board
would also appoint surveyors for each
district who would take charge of and
direct work done on the roads. The
plinciple of the statute labor was re-
tained and remuneration was made
121% cents per hour for a man, 22%
for ‘'a single team and 30 cents per
hour for double team, unless the Coun-
ty Council otherwise fixed rate of
pay. The same remuneration was al-
lowed for breaking winter roads as
for statute labor, in the summer. All
resident ratepayers might perform
statute labor or might provide a sub-
stitute and the poll tax could be work-
ed out in a day and a half instead
of in three days as under the old Road
Act. The taxes of non-residents
must be paid in cash.

The Maine Plan.

No statute labor would be permit-
ted after the first of August. Provi-
sion was made that the Highway
Board may give out the keeping open
to winter roads by tender and con-
tract, as done in the State of Maine.
The act of last year permitted the
Highway Board to expend 20 per cent.
of the rond moneys on sidewalkd in
any , village, and under the new bill
the ‘amount was increased to 40 per
cent: The act would come into foree
immediately it seceived the asgent
of the Governor 'and the Highway
Boards were required to meet before
the %0th May.
