PERSONALGlees Freeh Orange Sllcee.
Helen L. McKay.Peel six oranges very carefully. Sep­

arate them Into carpels. Stand them 
round side down In a warm place un­
til the ekln Is nicely dried. Put one 
pound of granulated sugar Into a 
saucepan, add half a pint of water. 
Put over the fire until the sugar Ie 
dissolved. If the sugar le stiff and 
brittle watch carefully, as In a mo­
ment It will turn straw color. Add two 
tableepoonfuls of vinegar, remove the 
syrup to the table, and place it In a 
basin of hot water. Next take the 
orange carpels at the top, holding 
them between the thumb and finger. 
Dip carefully Into the eyrup, and 
place them on waxed paper. They 
should be served the day • they are 
made.
