MONTEOMERY SIS
W15 TO BLAME

She Destroyed Hamilton Bank Docu-
ments, <He Asserts, to Keep Her
Name Out of Newspapers-

(N. Y. Herald, Dec. 25.)

Our explanation of ‘the manner in which
deposit ‘slips, check books and other pa-
pers of William R. Montgomery, who as
vice-president of the Hamilton Bank made
overdrafts which it is contended were in
violation of law, were disposed of has
Eeen made to the district attormey’s of-

ce.

It was said there yesterday that, ac-
cording to Mr. Montgomery, his wife took
it upon herself to destroy all papers which
might be used as evidence against ber
husband. Her reason for this, as it came
to the district attorney’s office, was that
she wus unwilling that her husband’s
business affairs with the bank, involving
as they would her mame, should become
known to the newspapers.

It is probable that the present grand
jury, which will end its existence in a few
daye, will take no notice of this phase of
the case, as its inquiry is simply a sort of
preliminary and that the question will be
taken up by the special grand jury which
will be sworn in on January 6.

Assistant District Attorney Kresel,who
is in charge of the inquiry, did not con-
tinue it before the grand jury yesterday.
The grand jury wée anxious to take up
the matter again, but found its regular
business too pressing.

Mr. Kresel had befdre him a clerk of
the Hamilton Bank who it is said ‘two
days after the closing of the bank’s doors
took to Mr, Montgomery’s home every |
document which might have a bearing!
against Mr. Montgomery.

After the grand jury had handed to
Judge Whitman, sitting in Part 1 of Gen-
eral Sessions Court, several indictments|
and a presentment on the condition of the
city’s institutions, ite life was continued.

THE DEADLY HOUSE AL

Worst=-Known Disseminator of Dis-
ease Germs.

New York, Dec. 20—The common house
fly is one of the greatest enemies of man.
He is one of the worst disseminators of
disease known. In spreading evil he so
far surpasses the mosquito as to render
the needle-beaked insect a negligible quan-
tity by comparison. He thrives where the
mosquito would die of inanition. He is
omnipresent, and the amount of danger
that he can spread over a city absolutely
staggers the imagination.

“When |
this is established,” said Mr. Beak, “Kam-
bove and Ruwe, the two chief towns of
the district, are confidently expected to
develop into second Johannesburgs.”

New
York health officials claim to have eolved
the puzzle. They have traced the crime)
home to the house fly, have caught him
with the goods on.

This is how the fly was unmasked:

Under the direction of Dr. Daniel D.
Jackson, fly-traps were placed this sum-
mer on piers, under piers one block from
the river and so on, around the water-
front in the various boroughs. Inspectors
were detailed to gather the captive flies,
which were taiken to the laboratory, and
daily records made of their numbers and
the material on the body, mouth and legs
of the insects examined. To prove by ex-
periment, captured flics were thoroughly
cleaned and then allowed to walk over in-
fected material. They were again examin-
ed and the material which they carried
was analyzed. In ome instance, a fly cap-
tured on South street this summer, was
found to be carrying 100,000 fecal bacteria,
showing the aflinity to dangerous germs
of this active medium of dissemination.

Dr. Jackson, who made most of the ex-
periments, declares solemnly that the flies
are responsible for 5,000 of the 7,000 deaths
annually in New York from typhoid and
other intestinal diseases.
