Some of the na­
tives assured me that the voice of those 
“ sirens” resembled the bellowing of an 
ox. Mr. H. VV Bates, in his travels as a 
naturalist on the Amason, uses the same 
expression when speaking ol the monster. 
Others pretend that to a musical ear its 
voice offers great enjoyment, and that the 
sounds resemble those ol a tine instrument. 
1 am rather inclined to believe the latter 
report, as the manatee is well known under 
the name ol “siren,” a name which it 
undoubtedly owes to its voice. How much 
truth there is in it is still left to be found 
out, like the “ harmonious song” of the 
dying swan. The information which the 
traveler receives from the natives cannot 
always be relied on. The latter, if not 
cowards, are in the most cases very super­
stitious. While seated in a canoe and 
noiselessly moving up or down some inland 
river, the stillness ol the surrounding 
forest may suddenly be broken upon by 
the bellowing of a baboon. Your boatman 
will tell you that it is a manatee. On 
some other occasion the traveler may be 
listening to the plaintive song or cry ol 
some nocturnal bird or monkey, and again 
the natives will explain to him that these 
sounds come from the manatee. The fact 
is that the natives look upon the animal as 
upon something unusual, il not supernatu­
ral. That an animal should suckle its 
young as a mother docs her babe, excites 
their admiration and curiosity.—Ysa CaN- 
tini, in Land and Water.

It is said that the resignations on the 
Windsor and Annapolis Railway were 
caused by the sale of the line to the Penn­
sylvania Central Railway Company. That 
is, the Windsor and Annapolis Company 
first secure the right to run over the Domi­
nion Government’s road to Halifax, vir­
tually controlling it, and a few months 
after they coolly sell out all their privileges 
to a foreign and grasping railway company 
which already controls the politics of seve­
ral States of the neighboring Republic. 
The Pennsylvania Central, through the 
“ Associate Contractors,” controls the E. 
& N. A. Railway in Maine, and it may be 
a proper subject for our Board of Trade to 
enquire how iar the same Company has 
succeeded in getting the New Brunswick 
end of the road under its influence.
The Truro Hat Factory.

The Truro Sun says that the Woolen 
Factoiy recently established in that town 
is to be turned into an establishment wholly 
and solely for the manufacture of hats. A 
joint stock company has been formed— 
capital $15,000—the stockholders being all 
residents of “ Progressive Truro.” The 
shares are all paid in, and a charter will 
be applied for forthwith. They will be 
called “ The British American Hat Manu­
facturing Company, 
as to the movements of Mr. Sanfield, late 
proprietor of the Woolen Works, but may 
state that he is a shareholder in the new 
enterprise and will continue a resident of 
the town. We are glad of this, as our 
community cannot afford to lose such men 
as Stanfield. It is more than probable that 
the machinery for the manufacture of cloth 
will be triiBSferred to and used « anothp? 
building."

Legislative Decorum. -Humors of No­

Greatness of London.
The population of London, according to 

the last census, is 3,883,092. This vast 
multitude is more than the combined po­
pulation ol New York, Philadelphia, 
Brooklyn, St. Louis, Chicago, Baltimore, 
Cincinnati, Boston, New Orleans, San 
Francisco, Buffalo, and Rochester. To 
lodge these people 777,000 dwellings are 
required, and the people consume annually 
about 4,480,003 barrels of fl.mr, 42 ,000 
bullocks, 2,975.000 sheep, 49,000 calves, 
61,250 hogs, and one market alone supplies 
annually 7,043,750 head of game. This, 
together with 5,200,000 salmon, irrespec 
live of other fish and flesh, is washed down 
by 75,600,000 gallons ol ale and porter, 3,- 
500,000 gallonsof spirits, and 113,750 pipes 
of wine. To fill its milk and cream jugs 
22,750 cows are kept To light its streets 
at night 630,000 gaslights are required, 
consuming every twenty-four hours 22,- 
270,000 cubic lect of gas. Its water ays 
tem supplies the enormous quantity of 77,- 
670,824 gallons per day, while its sewer 
system carries off 16.629,790 cubic feet ol 
refuse. To warm its inhabitants a fleet of 
1,800 sail is employed in bringing, irres­
pective of railroads, annually 6,350,000 
tons of coal. Tbe smoke of this immense 
quantity of coal is sometimes so dense ns 
to be plainly seen thirty-six miles from the 
city. To clothe this multitude we find 
there are 4,160 tailors. 50,400 boot and 
shoe makers, nenrly 70.000 milliners and 
dress makers, and 297,500 domestic ser­
vants. The streets ol the metropolis are 
about 2,9'0in number, and.il put together, 
would extend about4,0fi0 miles. The princi­
pal ones are traversed by about 1,500 omni 
buses and 4,COO cabs, besides private car­
riages and carts, employing 50,000 horses.

It is not my intention to repeat the 
many fabulous accounts given by some 
travelers or by sailors, who are ever fond 
of relating and enlarging upon anything 
which has reference to their own favorite 
element, the deep blue sea. I wish simply 
to present a few facts concerning these ani­
mals. Allow me, however, to remark here

The New Hotel at St. Andrews.

The erection of the frame of the New 
Hotel, St. Andrews, was commenced yes­
terday morning, by the contractor, Mr. 
Humphries, an English mechanic, who de­
signed and built the Yacht Club House, 
Halifax. The Hotel is a Company affair. 
The 1 raining and boarding in will take 
about six weeks. Fifteen hands are at 
work on it, chiefly mechanics of St. An­
drews. The building will cost $20,000 to 
$25,000.
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Worrying the Importers.

The Montreal merchants have been shock­
ed by receiving information from England 
that the Collector of Customs of Montreal 
has been seeking to obtain in England 
“ samples of various goods for the use of 
tbe appraiser connected with the Customs 
at that port, such as hosiery and haber­
dashery, cloth of all kinds,tweeds, cottons, 
silks, satins, velvets, silk ribbons, linens, 
hats and caps and dress goods, together 
with their respective values in yonr mar 
ket.” The latter, to secure the samples 
and prices, he caused a circular to be ad­
dressed to a number of the leading dry 
goods houses, who in turn communicated 
the Collector’s or Appraiser’s movements 
to the Montreal merchants, causing much 
indignation.

The Montreal Gazette says of the Ap­
praiser’s course ;—

It is one of the results of the appoint­
ment of an utterly inexperienced person to 
the position of appraiser,—a gentleman 
who in his former capacity exhibited con­
siderable ability ; but whose knowledge of 
goods was alike too limited and too remote 
to justify his appointment to so important 
a post as that of chief appraiser in tbe 
leading port of this Dominion. As a re­
sult ol it we have this system of despicable 
espionage, the secret fishing for informa­
tion to bolster up the official ignorance 
which, unfortunately, characterizes the 
chief appraiser. And what amazes us is, 
that this extraordinary conduct is, as 
useless for any practical purpose, as it is 
insulting to the merchants of Montreal. 
Values of goods notoriously vary, and the 
samples obtained to-day, with the prices 
attached to them, may be utterly worth­
less, except as instruments of torture to the 
unfortunate importers, in a month hence. 
Surely the Department at Ottawa cannot 
have sanctioned this miserable attack upon 
the honor of every Montreal importer.

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sometimes questioned regarding the man 
atee gave me various accounts about them. 
Their description bears a remarkable re­
semblance to what I had previously read, 
and knowing that tbese natives were unac 
quainted with Roman or Grecian my­
thology, 1 was much surprised to find 
their accounts resemble in so many 
instances that of the ancients. Up 
to the beginning of the present century 
the manatee has been classified among the 
seals or sea-dogs ; from these it differs, 
however, in many respects. It belongs to 
the family of Cetaccv, and feeds on grass 
and herbs only. Tbese it seeks partly un­
der the water, partly on land. Its body is 
pisciform, the skin several inches thick and 
of a dark brown color. It is the upper 
part of its body, however, which deserves 
particular attention. The manatee has no 
blow-holes ou tbe top of its head, but nos­
trils on the snout like those of the quadru­
peds, and it is this which, of all its features, 
perhaps, most distinguishes it from the 
seals. The teeth are only adapted to the 
herbiforous regimen. The pectoral fins 
resemble very strongly swimming paws or 
short arms without joints, but provided 
with a sort of hand, on which the nails 
may be distinctly seen. These hands the 
manatee uses with great dexterity in its 
migrations on “terra firma” or in handling 
its young, hence also its name from 
“ manus,” hand. The lower part of the 
manatee terminates in a fan-shaped hori 
zontal tail. A minute inspection of this 
tail will prove to an observer that it is sim­
ply the two feet, which seem to have grown 
together. Ten curious cordai divisions 
mark the toes. By means of this appen 
dage tbe manatee moves in the water, beat­
ing it up and down, and not from right to 
left, like a fish. At first sight this tail 
looks more like a ian or a piece of mere 
skin, but if fried or otherwise tried by fire 
it is quickly dissolved into fat or oil.— 
This the natives prize very highly for oint­
ments and other medicinal preparations. 
The length of a full grown manatee is 
from fourteen to sixteen feet, and its 
weight will average about 1,500 lbs. The 
flesh is considered a great delicacy ; it 
only be compared with pork, both in flavor 
and color, only that it is cven latter, or 1 
should rather say, more oily. It is re­
markable that this meat retains its fresh 
ness much longer in a tropical climate, 
where meat generally putrifies in twenty- 
eight hours. Its decomposition is much 
slower than any other, and it is, therefore, 
well adapted for salting or pickling, as the 
salt has time to penetrate the meat before 
it is spoilt, A very large piece, say ten 
pounds, may be got for sixpence or often 
less, but after it has been cooked there is 
little of the meat left, and in its place a 
great deal of fat. The Indians hunt the 
manatee with harpoons, and show great 
skill in finding their abodes and hiding- 
place. Much has been said and written 
about these animals, which still requires 
the authentication of scientific men. 1 
have seen the principal Zoological Gardens 
of Europe, but not one of them contains a

While leisurely awaiting the departure ol 
the Eastern Express, “ Bill" amused him­
self by throwing his railroad ticket in the 
air and shooting it full of holes with his 
revolver, often putting six bullet-holes 
through the same before it fell to the 
ground.

No sooner did Buffalo Bill 
thirsty demon of the forest than a change 
swept over his countenance like a cyclone 
over a duck pond.
