ShoesToronto, Nov. 16.—Seizure of all 
bituminous coal in Ontario, either 
in transit or in sttorage has been 
made by H. A. Parrington, provin­
cial fuel administrator under an 
order which he issued on Saturday 
night shortly after lie had been 
notified from Ottawa that the Cana­
dian trade commission had instruct­
ed customs officials that an embargo 
had been placed on all coal ship­
ments from Canada. This action 
comes as a result of the recent 
strike of bituminous coal miners 
in the United States, and is taken 
to protect public utilities and essent­
ial industries, at the request of 
the federal utilities.

Ottawa. Nov. 16.— According to 

advices received here, only the ut­
most economic use of bituminous 
coal reserves in Catesda will enable 
the various industries dependent up­
on that coal to keep going all winter. 
Production of bituminous coal in 
the United States will not be normal 
for a month and perhaps longer 
and many miners are refusing to 
return to work.

The coal received by Canada from 
April I to October 31 this year, 
was 8,600,000 tons, only 70 pet 
cent of the amount received in the 
same period last year. More than 
that, not a ton has come in since 
November I. To supply needs in 
Western Canada from Regina east 
only 1,400,000 tons came in through 
the Great Lakes terminals at Fort 
William from mines in the Eastern 
United States, as against 1,660,000 
tons the previous year, and 2,330,000 
tons in 1917. As soon as navigation 
closes this source of supply will 
be closed.
Alberta Output Low.

The situation is made worse in 
that the Alberta fields only supplied 
half the usual output this summer 
on account of labor trouble. In 
October the railroads carried 30 
per cent more than in the same 
period last year. If this is kept 
up the situation may be saved 
In the Eastern ‘and Western coal 
fields miners are working steadily 
as yet. The Dominion Government 
will only permit exports to the United 
States in the same proportion as 
the United States lets bituminous 
enter Central Canada. Ships will 
be allowed to bunker at Canadian 
ports to encourage the Dominion 
foreign trade.

Will Appeal For Assistance From 
City Council

Capt. (Rev.) S. Boal representing 
the Navy League of Canada arrived 
in the city this morning and will 
address the City Council to-night 
on behalf of the N: V/ League. 
His mission is to ask for a grant 
and the co-operation of the City 
Council on the great forward move­
ment of the Navy League, not only 
with regard to the support of the 
dependents of the Merchant Marine 
which are numerous but also to 
create a greater feeling between 
the Merchant sailor and the citizens 
of Canada in general. The capt.

of the internment camp in which 
they were put 1,500 died with tuber- 
oulosis the other 2,000 still being 
in our institutions under treatment.

Knowing Kitchener 
as I have since coming to Canada 
and the way they have stood up 

for the Empire in every patriotic
