CHRISTIAN MARRIAGE,

It 18 Proved to Le no Fallure.

On a recent Sunday evening, Father Dub-
berly, S..J,, began a course of sermons in Sb.
Fraocis Xavier, Liverpool, on the subjsct of
marrinrze, devoting the introductary discourse
to o coneideration of ite sanctity, Taking as the
text tho words, ' And Jesus was invited to the
marrings,” be said for some weeks the columna
of he daily papers contained an expression of
opinivn on this subject which proved thabt a
groat change had come over the minds of rome
of tho people cf this country, and that they
were slowly bub surely returniug to the faith
and 1d¢as and practices of paganism because they
were Jeft like sheep without a shepherd. Among
the salient points of the coacluzions drawus from
this conirovorsy he found it staved thab there
should be greater facilitiss given for divorce ;
that all peaple were equal before the law and
tha$ every one had a perfect right to enbir’ nto
sny cntract he likad provided he did notiojure
4 third party ; that it was for the State to ratify
and enfoice the contrach; tbat the State should
not recognize any marriage contract that thould
nab be by right terminable if the terma of the
coctrach were uot fulfilled ; that there was no-
thing intrinsically impossible in contracts of
marriage for ten, fifreen or bwenty years; that
the lawsz of divorce should be changed ss quickly
ng public opinion would prrmit, aud that other
laws in referance to mariage should be enacted
nt the anme time, and that thus_by degrees t'e
practics would be done away with and marriage
wounld conmsequently disappear. In all these
things he failed to observe a single reference tc
Almighty God, or notice that there was the
slighteat iden that marriage had anything what-
ever to do with Christianity. Masrriape was
brought down from the high pedestal on which
the founder of Christianity had placed it to a
level, nay, beneath the level of any other con-
tract. He thought it high time that in a country
that atill ealled itealf Christian, that a Chriatinn
minister should raige his voice to protest against
such pagan ideas, which would certainly lead to
pagan pracbices. After the adorable Sacrament
of the altar, the lawfo! and legitimate union of
man and woman ip matrimony was one of the
most sacred snd holiest things in the world.
When Jesus Chrish was present ab the marriage
of Caun, He was there to teach all Chriatians to
the end of time that He would he raslly and as
truly present, though nob in a visible manner,
at their marriages, It was God who established
marrisge, ap was implied in_these words, “‘cgo
conjungo vos,” used by the Priest in the name
and by tha authonty of God. Thia was no mere
imagination, no poebical thought, no hszs sur-
round'ng matrimony, but a realily, a fact, a
diviue revelation—it wes of faith, It was a
contract raised far above the level of mera
hupman contracts, because it was one God had
initiated, blessed, sanctioned and forbade any
man to viclate, Haviog alluded to the Mosaic
law regarding warraige, the preacher said he
might ba met with the objection thab Chrish had
msJe the yoke heavier ; but if He had made it
heavier He had alno given special means wheze-
by the burthen might be borme. He (the
preacher) was not astonished to find in acountry
where the doctrine or Sacrament of Matrimony
wag denied, where it reemed people had no ides
thab special graces were imparted 1n this Saern-
mept, that they were unable to_bear up under
the yoke of the Ohristian law and etrive to find
raliof from it in the divorce conat on the mosy
paltry excusee, The Council of Trent had de
clared thab if any man eaid thab marriage wan
pob ona of the seven sacraments instituted by
Jegus Ohriet, let him be anathemn. What the
Council of Trent said three centuries ago wis
simply a confirmation of what the great Apostle
of the Gensiles said when he declared that mar-
risge was o greab sacrament. The married
Ohristinn stood before the world as the repre.
sentative of Christ, and the Caristian wife na
the representative of His Church ; and Christian
men end women united in the bond of mabri-
mony, represented the eternal and indiesvluble
union bebtweon Christ and His Church, 'This

Drawing
a certain aneslogy betwseen married peoplo and
Prisats, hp eaid, as the former were tha dele-
gates of Gad to perpetuats the work of creation,
the Priests were the delegates of Christ to eano-
tify mankind, The Christian hushand and wile
