- XIX. And be it further enacted by the autho-
ity aforesaid, that the rents, penaltics and. for-
feitures, which by this Act may become due,
shall be recoverable and levied by scizure ahd
sale ofithe offenders’-goods and. chattels, by war-
rant under the hands. and seals of any two- or
more-Justices of the Peace for 'the district of
-Montreal ; and the person or persons aithorised
by such warrant; to seize such goods and chat.
tels, is and are hereby authorised tosell the same,
returning, the overplus. ‘money (if any there be)
upon demand,. to the. owner of such goods and
-chattels, after such rent, penaltics and forfeitures
- with the reasonable .charges of the prosecution
shall- be deducted.and paid. '

XX. And be it further.enacted by the autho-
rity aforesaid, that all offences against'this Act
shall be:suad for. within one month after the
-offence shell have been committed and not-af-
terwards ; and in all cases-where anyaction shall
be brought against any person, by reason-ot'any
matter or thing done in performance of this Act,
the saine shall be brought within one month af-
ter the same.shall be alleged to have been done,
-and not afterwards ; and.if the person bringing
such action, shall be non-suited,.or ‘shall with-
draw the same, every.stich person shall pay tre-
:ble. costs.
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-and.penalties by this. Act imposed, ‘shall be re-

being specially pleaded.
