Overail, Regehrsaysthe Mulrosseygovern-

ment bas continuied th5e dlstutbing long-
terre trend af supportlng the armis industry
as a commercial venture - instead at one
designed ta meet legitimute Canadian
detence needs. He points ta a structural
weakness within External Affairs, as the
depurtreent includes bath progrunis ta
restrain military exports und ta pramnote
thern.
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lThe Defence Progranis Bu-
reu, for example, publishes a
glomsy catalog of military pro-
ducts, offering f or eign
buyers mares rungisg fromn
plastic wutercans ta jet aircraft
and clothing for protection
front nuclear, chemicul or bio-ý
logicul warfare.

The bureau also arranges
trude faits - rebich enclude
the public - for promnoting
military products.

Another federal project, the
Defenoe Industries Productiv-
ity Prograre, bas gises out bus-
dreds of millions of dollars in
subsidies since its creution
1959.

"The really high flying armis
deulers are sot sbeiks und sol-
diers of fortune, but middle
level bureuucratsindrabmiddle
lesei gosersmest off ices," tuys
Regehr.

But Regebr also criticizes Exc-
tertai Affairs esinister, loteClark,
who ment ta Saudi Arubia ta
hawk a fleet of light armored
vehidles ta the royal famnily in
1986.* By doing ta, Clark gase
high profile support ta sales of
active combat equipreent in a
militurily sensitive areu, ta a
goserniment wbich supplies
urres ta Iraq and fusours the
Palestine Liberation Organiza-
tion.

In the rest of Arms Canada,
Regehrexuesinestbeeconomlic
delusions behind the urmss-
dustry as a job creator,
and points ta how relying on
American markets casi under-
mine Canadian independence
in foreign policy.

Mareover, arms exports
should be undertaken only on
a govemment-to-overnment
basis, consistent mitti Canadian
foreign palicyobjectivesrom-
oting international stabillty.

Canada also needs mare ef-
fective contrai oser the final
destination of military gonds
and must refusethent to human

rights violats. And there
should be a full annual public
disclosure and review af ex-
ports.
