It was the body of Council, not the Executive, and a 
vocal informed contingent of student observers who in­
sisted that the entire question be deferred until the next 
meeting on November 30 and that the Brunswickan be 
placed on the regular agenda and not concealed as "New 
Business" at the end of the meeting.

All those who felt moved to sign the petition are ob­
liged to come to the meeting and air their hopefully con­
structive views. And if amidst the apathy there is any 
concern for the integrity of a campus newspaper and the 
freedom of the editorial board from the gerrymandering of 
either Council or Administration, those persons are urged 
to attend.
