measure in Canada, was aimed auong other things to provent a repetition
of practices of deception which had been resorted to in the importation
of strike~breakers from abroad. By conference in England with Sir
Edwarg Gray and Lord korley on a subsequent occasion, Mr, King negotiated
the agreenent respecting Limigration from India to Canada, under the
terms of vhich that inmigration is regulated today, This was but part
of a much larger dbudy and inquiry inte the whole question of oriental
immigragion which was conducted by kr, King under royal cormission in
the Province of British Columbia, and the settlement by him, on behalf
of the Government of Canada, of claims on the part of Jupanese and Chinese
for losses occasioned by the anti-asiatic riots on the Cansdian Pacific
coast somwe yours ago. Thece investigatione were supplomented later by
personal official visits to the countries concerned and by direct nego~
tiations with the Govermments of India and China.

While Deputy Minister of labour, Mr. King acted as Regletrar
of Boards of Consil iation and Investigation, and was subsequently celled
upon to act as a mediater in industrial disputes. In the peried of
eight years he intervensd as a conciliator in industrial disputes in the
manner in which Sir George Asquith hes adted in England, and Mr. Charles
P, Neill in the United Gtates. During this time his good offices were
utilized by employers and amployees in over forty strikee, the number
smbracing all clasces of industries, such as railroad transportation,
mining, shipping and manufacturing, and comprising several of the largest
etrikes Canada has known. Hie intervention was invariably succoseful,
and the sxperience gained in this way, combined with his theoretical
and practical knowledge, the latter gained through continued contact with
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
