PARISIAN FORTUNE-TELLERS. 
Tiik following account of a Parisian For­

tune-teller appeared a short time ago in various 
newspapers : —

“ A clerk in one of the French offices ol 
police was some years ago appointed to super­
intend he legal proceedings instituted against 
a fortune-teller. The inquiry furnished him 
with some cuiious information concerning the

Eeneral principles on which the art is founded,'; 
e discovered that upon the whole it was 

merely a calculation ol probabilities, which, i 
managed adroitly, might become susceptible 
of successful application ; and he thought it 
would he an excellent thing to turn conjuror 
himstlf. lie began by dividing the woikahle 
mutter, namely, public credulity, into its two 
■exes, its four ages, into married and unmar­
ried, masters and servants, cleigy and laity, 
nobles and commoners, Ac. He then set down 
the general accidents common to all claws, 
the special accidents more common in each, 
and, finally, the more rare and individual ac­
cidents. He thus acquired a mass of about 
four thousand of the accidents of human life, 
which are constantly occuring— it must be 
confessed, a tolerably good foundation to tell 
fortunes on.

Whilst he was thus studying the theory of 
the art, he devoted himself to the practice of 
a branch no less important ; he observed

Œmy, fixed names in his recollection, 
•d himself ii to parties of every de­
scription, endeavoured to silt in'o the secrets 

of families, and assumed every possible dis­
burse ; finally, when he found nimsclf suf- 
hcenily rich in materials, and powerful ir 
means, he opened a cabinet of necromancy. 
His success was prodigious ; his door was be­
sieged by females, noblemen, tradesmen, ec­
clesiastics, and even high prelates eagerly 
thronged to consult him ; and with the excep­
tion of some few mischances, our conjuror had 
no cause to regret the resignation of his lu­
crative post in the police.”

Fortune-telling appears to have been long 
a lucrative profession in Peris. Mr. Walker, 
in his Original, give» the following anecdote 
and descriptou of n person who was success­

ful in carrying on the trade in the French, 
metropolis :—•< A little iNpre than sixty yen' 
since, a for tun e-teller in Paris was aroused 
from his bed at the dead of night by a loud 
knocking at his door. On opening it, he per­
ceived standing before him a man muffled up 
in an ample cloak, with a large hat slouched 
over his face. ‘Wh.>t do vou want V said the 
fortune-teller, somewhat alarmed. The stran­
ger answered sternly,‘If you a.c wnat you 
profess to be, you can tell me that.’ ‘I car. tell 
nothing without my cards,’ replied the other. 
They both walked in, and the fortune-teller 
having shuffled his cards and laid them out, 
after a pause observed witlr a tone of defer­
ence.’ ‘I perceive I am in the presence of in 
illustrious person.’ ‘You are right,’ said the 
stranger ; and now tell me what it is 1 wish 
to know. The fortune-teller, again consult­
ing his cards, answered. ‘Vou wish to know 
whether a certain lady will have a son or a 
daughter.’ ‘Right again,’ said the stranger. 
Aftc another pause, t re fortune-teller pro­
nounced that the lady would have a son. On 
which the stranger replied, ‘If that prove 
true, you shall receive fifty pieces of gold— 
if false, a good cudgelling.’ A few weeks 
after, about the same hour and in the same 
manner, the stranger reappeared, and before 
he could speak, the fortune-teller exclaimed, 
You find I was right. ‘I do,’ said the stran­
ger ; ‘and I am come to keep my promise.’ So 
saying, he produced a purse of fifty louis, and 
departed.

The stranger’s mode of proceeding seems to 
have been designed to put the fortune-tellei^e 
skill to the severest test- The circumstance 
el hie coming alone, and at such an hour, makes 
it probable he had not communicated his in­
tention to any one ; whils* his carefulness in 
concealing Ins person and face, and his ex­
treme caution to afford no clue to the discovery 
of himself or his object by conversation, were 
admirably calculated to render imposition 
imjiossililc. The history of the case in tills.
1 heard it about seventeen years since from 
a gentleman in Paris who learned it from 
VoTney, the celebrated traveller in the East. 
Volney, had it from the fortune-teller himself, 
who applied to him for some Syriac expres­
sions. On being asked for what purpose ha 
wanted them, he confessed his trade ; and 
Volney finding him a remarkably shrewd per­
son, inquired of him the story of his life. He 
said that when he was young, he had a great 
turn for expense,very slender means,and an in­
veterate repugnance to any thing like dmdgery 
After long puzzling himself to discover some 
mode of life, by which he could unite certain 
profit with continual amusement, he deter­
mined to set up as a fortune-teller He com­
menced by taking lodging in the obscure 
quarter of the Marais, and practicing in a 
small way in that neighbourhood, where the 
blunders of a beginner would not be of much 
conséquente. At the same time he never 
failed to be in daily attendance about the 
court, and spared no pains to make himself 
familiar with ‘ht personal appearance and pri­
vate history cf every person of the least note 
there. After two years of nractice amongst 
the great, he thought himself qualified to be­
gin business on a grand scale, and having by 
bribery of a servant piotured i proper cus­
tomer, he tried his art in his sphere with great 
success. His fam-, and of course his gains, 
increased rapidly, and it was when he was in 
his zenith, that the advinture above related 
happened. He explained it thus. Whilst 
shuffling his cards, lie purposely let two oi 
three fall, and in picking them up, he contri­
ved so catch a sufficient trlimpse of the strin­
ger’! countenance to discover that he was no 
less a person than the Duke of Orleans, end 
afterwards Philip Egalité, and the father el 
the present king of the French, who was ac­
tually the child in question. He took not th# 
least notice of the discovery he had made, but 
pretended to ascertain the fact fiom the con­
templation of hia cards. Having overcoat 
I tis difficulty, hia practised acuteness made 
the rest easy to him. It was publicly known 
that the duchess was near her confinaient, and 
i,a had heard the duke woe anxious to have 
a ion ; be therefore confidently guessed the
