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The Bishops now issued a pastoral
letter acknowledgiog the eminent ser.
vices of our public men and the better
feeling of the people in paesing the
Relief Bill. Referring to the repealed
lawe as they once stood against Catho.
lics, it is observed : “Those times, blessed
be God ! are now no more, Our human
and genercus legislators, after being
fully satiefied s to the innccence of our
tenets, the purity of our moral doctrine,
our attachment to the Government, and
our love {o the happy constitution of our
country, have, with the greatest unani-
mity and approbation of both houses of
Parliament, repealed the penal laws
that etood sgainst us and extended to
us, the Catholics of this country, the
favour lately granted to those of Eng.
land and Ireland, by which we may now
enjoy the free and undisturbed exercise
of our holy religion,” The faithful were
then called vpon to return thanks to
Almighty God for His recent goodress
to them. To Him they owed the humane
disposition of their rulers; to Him the
acquiescence of the whole nation in what
their rulers had done for them To
gratitude they were bound to join &
sincere repentance for their own sins
and the sins of their forefathers which
bad provoked the Divine anger against
them, As to their earthly rulers Cath
olice were bound to pray for them, and
to show, on sll occasionr, a high respect
for, and a strict obedience to the laws,
as faithful subjects of His Msjesty, as
good citizens and worthy members of
society, Tue bistops, in conclusion, be
sought the Catholic body to use their
recovered liberty with prudence and
moderation, so as by their quiet and
peaceable demeanor to convince the
world thet they were not unworthy of
the favor lately bestowed on them.
The pastoral letter presented an admir-
able model of temperate and chastened
expression. It was dated July 12:b,
1793

Bishop Hay now resumed the princi
pal charge of the congregation at Edin-
burgh, with Mr. Jrmes Sharp for his

Bishop Geddes on earriving at Scalan
found the community there in good
health, and under the temporary charge
of Mr, Andrew Cariuthers. The Duke
of Gordon had paid & visit to the Semin-
ary the week before, and had expressed
himself saticfied with the condition of
the place. Bishop Geddes availed him
self ot the Duke's visit to eay that he
noped Hie Grace would give thema long
lease, as a good deal of money had been
laid out on the establishment, The
Duge replied that they shouid not difter.
The Dousi students, recently placed in
the Seminary wera discontented, and
gave trouble, They complained of the
beds, of the food, of the untidiness of
their compaxions, ete.

As has been seen, the court of Rome
had expressed a desire for the pro-
tection of the British Government
ageinat the French, The request was
now renewed through Bishop Douglas,
as the states of the Church were seri.
ouely threatened by France. In compli.
ance with the application presented by
Bishop Douglas, Lord Hood’s fleet was
sent o defend the Roman court. It
appeared to be a favorable opportunity
for insisting on baving national superiors
in charge of the British colleges. Bishop
Douglas, if neceesary, would induce Lord
Grenville to support the measure.

The Rev. Paul MoPherson was now
taking leave of his friends and preparing
for his journey to Rome, Bishop Hay
rrovided him with letters of introduc
tion to numerous influential parties in
the Ho'y City. He addressed, in his
favor, with special recommendations
Cardinals Antonelli, Albani, Caraffa
Trajetto and Borgia, who was recently
created & cardinal, The bishop, still
more particularly, solicited for the
sgent the good will of the Oardinsl,
Duke of York, In his letter of intro-
duction he reminded the cardinal of
their friendly relations in 1782, when His
Eminence expreased the desire that the
Bishop should write to bim when the
affairs of the iniuion requ;red it, :%ygquam
Episcopusad Episcopum. It was this ex.
pr’e::‘:gn of lhe’ cardinal’s goodness which
encoursged him to recommend Mr.
McPherson, in a special manner, to his

rotection, The Bishop,moreover,prayed

In July the Romans were anxiously
looking for the arrival on their coast of
the British Fleet. Spanish ships of war
were oruising in coneiderably force, be
tween Genoa and Ooraic? in order to
prevent the landirg of French troops
on the Island. General Paoti was o the
field at the head of a considerabls force.
He had declared his independence, and
was only waiting, it was understood, for
the arrival of the British fleet to muke
himself magter of the whole Island,

The students who had come from
Douai were now an occasion of some
difficulty. They could not remain at
Scalan, After some discussion it was
decided that they should be sent to pro.
secute their studies at Valladolid with
the exception of two, Alexander Bad-
enoch, who retired to bhis family until
his health should be confirmed, and
Andrew Scott, for whom, as he was
truly pious and could be depended on it
wag appointed that he should stay with
Bishop Hay at Edinburgh, It would
appear that the boy, Andrew Scott, wes
in delicate health, it being mentioned
that his stay at Edinburgh would prove
beaeficial, as it gave him the opportu-

nitlyl of drinking the water 8f, Bernard’s
well,

The Catholics of Scotland appear fo
have been in high favor with their
brethren in Evgland, Mr. McPherson
when in London on his way to Rome
dined cne day together with Bishop
Douglas, with two bundred members and
benefactors of a charitable institution
who drack to the health of Bichops Hay
and Geddes, not forgetting to honor the
pational toast ““ihe land of cakes.” Mr
McPhberson met with mmuch civility and
kindness on the part of Bichop Douglae,
whose goodnees and pisty he admired
more thau his abilities, " Some among
the clergy and the Catbolic laity caused
the good bishop & great deal of trouble,
“In_comparison with these,” writes Mr,
McPher:on, “the most refractory sub.
jests in Scotland were as lamba,”

Mr, George Chalmers, aleo, having
received Bishop Geddes' letter of intro
duotion, gave a cordial welcome to Mr,
McPherson, who wrote about him after.
wards, as an accomplished scholar and,
in the full senee of the word, a gentle-
man, Mr, Chalmers wasa true friend to
the Scotch Catholics, and as, from his
acqusintance with many leading states-
men, he professed great irfluencs, he
propoeed recommending the matter of
placing pational superiors over the col.
leges at Rome,to Mr Dundas,and through
him to Lord Grenville, The distinguished
author of “Oaledonia” could not have
more effectually shown his good will,
Bishop Douglas, on the contrary, when
consulted, showed himself jealous of
Bishop Hay or any one else but himself,
interfering with the question of national
saperiors, The Bishop of Rhodez being
in London, on his way to Scotland, hon.
ored Mr. McPherson with several letters
of introduction ; among the rest, one to
Cardinal Berris,

Mr. Alexander Paterson, the priest of
Glenlivat, in giving a full sccount to
Bishop Hay ot the discontent of the
Douai students at Scalan, makes allow

avce for the great change in their food
and studies, but thinks that if the
bishop had remsined there would have
been no complaint, He lays all the
blame on the youth in whose charge
they were left. “A young' man,” he
writes, “in entering on a new charge,
ought to be extremely cautious and cir-
cumpect in sbowing his authority. This
precaution, I believe, Mr. Carruthers
was not careful enough to take, He had
to deal with his former companion, his
own schoolfellowe, his moet intimate
friends. Too overbeering a disposition
with regard to some, gained bim the
diraflection of all. Onpe thing brought
on another, and Scalan became dicgust

ful. To be sure, they ought to have
behaved otherwise than they did. But
methods must be sometimes contrived
to make them do from inclination what
they are obliged to do from duty, I
kvow Mr. Oarruthers to be a lad of solid
piety, much good sense, and not ordin

ary abilities ; but, whilst in other things I
commend him, in this (the college matier)
I do mot commend him.” The worthy
furmer at Scel:n was resolved to leave
it. On Mr. Paterson asking him his
reazon, he replied that Mr, Carruthers
aad found fault with his work, and did
not seem to care that hs should go back
after being ill some time, but engsged
another man, whom he shortly dis.
missed without paying his wages,
because he # had been  absent
for a day or two on his own farm, If
Wm. Carruthers weni on in that way
not a lad in the country would come
near Scalan. Mr, Paterson, who knew
the worth of the good servant, advised
him to cousider only Bishop Hay’s
interest. He acknowledged the Bishop's
kindness, and said there was not one in
the world whom he would like better to
serve ; but he could not and would not
be “bullyragged” while he was able to
earn his bread more peaceably and
advantageously elsewhere, The good
housekeeper, whose services the vener

able Bishop highly appreciated, was
thinking ot leaving on account of Mr,
Carruthers’ treatment of her. Mr, Alex.
ander Peterson’s conclusion was that
Mr, Carruthers should be immediately
superseded, and Mr, James Peterson
put in his place. This young man, in-
deed, was only a student, but bappily
he underatood the art of veaching others ;
and he was feared and loved, at the same
time, by the younger boys under hie
charge. All this Mr, Peterson could
bear witnees to from bis former kuowl
edge of bim, 4

Mr, McPherson on reaching Bruges
wrote to, Bishop Geddes informing him
of some additional incidents of his
journey, He exprossed great surprise
at the attention shown to the French
emigrant clergy in London, There were
sbout 15,00 of them there, The same
was the case at Dover. So many of them
were, met in the streets there that one
might conclude the town was half filled
wita French priests, Every one paid
them the greatest respect; whilst, on
the other hand, at Bruges, where he was
wiiting, they couid hardly appear in the
streets without being hissed. *‘Gener-
ous Britain!” exclaimed the agent,
“Heaven must reward such eminent
charity,” Not a farthing was exacted
from the French priests passing hetween
Dover and Ostend. The British Govern.
ment provided for their fare : and Eog.
lish passengers, when there were any,
paid tor their food, If there were none,
the brave tars would say :—and, what
they said is best given in their
own language—‘D——n their eyes,
would they allow a poor Freuch priest to
pay for a meal or two?’ This homely
utterance shows how widespread, where-
over there were ‘Englishmen, on land or
at ses, was the sympathy of the British
people with the victima of a revolution
unperalleled in its atrocity. The agent
then gives an account of the escape of the
principal and some students from the
Scotch ecollege at Dousl. He concludes
his letter by remarking that the majority
of the French people were friendly to the
Englieh; but that revolutionary emisearies
with the maligoity of demons, were doirg
everything in thelr power to exaeperate
them against British subjects.

Blshop Hay found it to be necessary to
write to Mz Andrew Carruthers, plainly
telling him his mind as regarded the
trouble at Sc;lun.b But it was no el‘l:ly
matter to make tbe young man trensible
of his errors. The ihhop had ascribed
to his “barshness and severity” the mis
conduct of some at the seminary and the

dlecontent of all the rest, Mr, Cariuthera
defended himself fngecionsly, but in that
torbiddiogly affected aud pompous ctyle
which was thea habitual to hlm, The
blshop, moreover, had cordemned him f.r
giving his opivion eo fresly about the
servants, In regard to this matter bs
wisely promised to do hetter for the
future, But his tove is full of couse.
quence, rs if he were watving a right for
the pubic gocd, Thia effaic and others
he dficassed with the bishop, with the aiz
of & man who was debatiog with an equal,
and who was, lu fact, the sggrieved end
nobly-forgiving opponent of the blshop
and of overy one at Scalan. All this is
written with the utmost relustance. It
would please the writer more to dwell,
aud dwell only, on Mr. Carruthers’
devoted and unremitting attention to the
invalid blsbop; but fuexorable history
requiree, above sll things, that the truth
be told,

It wes desirable, considering the aliona
tlon of the colleges In Frasce, that sul jacts
for the mission should be ob:alned frcm
the Scotch monestery at Ratisbon,
But euch was the state of that
House that anythlog of the kind was
out of the question, Mr. Macpherson,
on arrlving at Ratisbor, found tbat the
two Scotch couvents in Bavarla wmaln.
talned very dangerous pricciples, Ignor-
ance, he stated, wae the cause, Oue of
the Scotch monks seriously sesured him
that St. Avgustive wro'e all bis works
In Greek. Amother, a few minutes after
wards, eald toat throughout all the eaint’s
writings, the Manicheau heresy was clear,
sud that certainly he,never knew a word
of Greek. They conversed only about
gambling, hunting, avd a kind of politics.
He would be sorry to hear of ore of them
belng in the missions. Notwithetanding,
be was kindly entertalned in both the
opasteries. It was quite different at
the Eoglish acsdemy of Siege. There
the good old msxims prevalled. There,
also, he wae hospltably entertained
The remcdy, Blshcp Hay conceived, for
the bad state of matters at Ratishon wae
to have the monastery converted into a
college ; and an excellent ground for pro-
ceeding on was the impoeeibility of find
ing subjects for the monastery, The
monks must all be vatives of Scotland ;
aad how could Scotland supply such
persons now that it waie eo generally Pro-
testantized? Now that the nationsl
colleges in France wers lost, it would be
an frreparable loss to religlon in Scotiand,
if Ratisbon and Wirtzburgh were nu!lified
for want of subjects.
