erican registry foreign-built steamers |

of 5,000 gross tons or more, wholly
owned by Americans. These ships are
to be restricted to foreign trade or
trade syith = the Philippines and Ha-
walianm Islands, and are to be barred
from the coastwise trade andg from
mail compensation under the ,act of
1891. or the Huymphrey act, :

‘The. tonhage taxes in waters of this
hémisphere are to be reduced, while
tonnage -taxes in the ,transatlantic
trade and in the eastern trade are to
be maiterially increased. The‘reciproe-
al law rilaung to tonnage taxes is re—
pealed by “this bill. This will mean an
increase estimated at a million dol-
lars in tonnage taxes to be paid ¥
foreign ship owners, and it'is expected
to deeerise the tonnage taxes now paid
by American ships, which trade chief-
ly in loeal waters.

Further- than this a rebate of éighty
per- cent -of all tonnage taxés will be
allowed American ships on which Am-
erican hoys or apprentices to be train-
ed in seamanship. The other features
of the bill are the samée as those of the
last two or three mail subsidy bills to
be introduced.
