British steamer Saidieh, from Al-
exandria, Egypt, for Livérpool,
was torpedced yesterday in the
North Sea. Seven members of
the crew, including a stewardess,
were drowned. Forty-one surviv-
ors were landed to-day at Chat-
ham.
