The St. John Globe reproduce» with 
some glco-the report oU N. Y. Her­
ald interview with MiUetor Mitchell, 
in which he for the hundredth time 
denounced the Chignecto Ship Esii 
way and said the trade would not be 
worth a pocket knife.

Thu only possible importance that 
can attach to Mr. Mitchell’» .utter- 
amies results from the fact that some 
twenty years ago he held the honor, 
able position of Minister of Manne in 
a Conservative Administration; since 
then ho has been sort of a political 
Street walker, cahliug blandishments 
first on Mr. Maclveuzie, then on Sir. 
John, both in vain, neither had use 
forhis services,neither would reinstate
him in office, and becoming in the 
process of time soured and dis. 
vruntied ns well as pastes, he shows 
himself disposed to strike, if ho can­
not caress; to ruin if he cannot rule.

Let us judge the undertaking oi 
Mr, Mitchell's " evidence alone. 
Twenty years ago, ho was head of the

PROTECTION VS. BRIDGES.

While the Transcript, Telegraph 
and Globe are filling their editorial 
columns with long articles exhibit" 
ing to fcbe people the horrors of pro» 
tection and the National Policy and 
the exodus produced by them and de­
claiming against the folly of those who 
are leaving the bankrupt manufactory 
ies and overstocked labor markets of 
the United States to dwell again in 
the shadow of that peaceful protection 
and under the fostering iuiiueiico of 
that Policy, it might be well to glance 
for .i moment at the pai’t which our 
i.his exodus. Protection in itself is 
f,u abstraction; it is generally admitted 
that the average man objects less to 
losing a dollar by indirect taxation in 
the way of duties than by a diieét 
poll tax. Taxation by ■ the National 
Policy again rests most heavily upon 
the rich, whereas by the system ot un­
fair practices, wilful neglect and abuse 
of power exercised by our local gov." 
eminent the farmers and' in general 
the less wealthy class of farmers are 

1 most burdened. It is those poor far­
mers and farm laborers, however, who 
arc leaving the country, not tho rich 
consumer upon whom the N. P. press*» 
es most heavily." A careiwl investiga­
tion will show, wo think that it is not 
that popular Lugbeài of tho liberal 
party, Protection, which is depopulat­
ing our farms and villages but rather 
the growing discontent of dwellers on 
farms and the increasing desire for 
city in preference to country life and 
it is equally capable of demonstration 
that the present government in New 
ilrti us wick is doing all in its power to 
foster ilmt dissatisfaction and increase 
that discontent.

he withoutjetidangering; his life and 
property. Two specific instances may­
be taken as examples of the interest 
shown by uuv locaJ~*goveimeut in 
checking the blasting influence of this 
exodus. "It is not necessary to go fur 
foi^exanqdes. We find them at our 
very door. We are informed on 
good authority that 'the bridges and 
Toads at Second Westcock Ilill are 
barely passable; that they- have been 
in that condition for some time and 
that the only steps taken by the Blair 
government to remove the difficulty 
have been to send Mr. Killain and

bridges. The farmers are quite 
naturally becoming dissatisfied and 
justifiably indignent with tho Blair 
administration and those provincial 
orgum; which support it b'indly uid 
laud all its measures without dis­
crimination.

locality The closing of the bridge 
is no surprise to anyone. It would 
seem that the policy of the govern­
ment is to let a bridge run down till 
it is positively dangerous and then 
close instead of repairing it. One 
side of the bridge has been closed 
since quite early in the spring and 
the whole structure has bean gradual­
ly sinking and listing to one side. 
The great fault of the government 
was in allowing it to stand all sum­
mer, when the regular traffic was all 
that passed over it, until the haying 
season when it is indispensable. Had 
it received attention at the proper 
time there would have been no need 
of closing it and slight repairs would 
have sufficed. The action of the 
Dominion government a few years 
ago when one of the abutments of the 
iron railway bridge began to fail may* 
be contrasted with that of our local 
government at the present time. Then 
the bridge was supported on bents aud 
prompt repairs made. The expense 
was comparatively small and traffic was 
not interrupted. Tho covered bridge 
is perfectly sound in all its upper tim­
bers and had it been attended to at the 
proper time would have served for many 
years and saved the province great ex­
pense. As it is grave doubts are ex> 
pressed as to whether repairs will now 
render it safe. The manner in which 
notice of its closing was given is not un­
worthy of comment. Rumours that it 
was to be closed were afloat for some 
time but so far as we have been able to 
ascertain ho notice was given by hand" 
bill <>t* in any paper though the 
Chivnbcto Post is published within a 
mile of the bridge, and was issued on 
the very day on which the bridge was 
closed, that is on Thursday last. The 
only notice that was given was by a 
board nailed to a telegraph pole at 
Crane’s Corner. Nov was the closing 
effectual, nor dues itT insure the govern­
ment against blame in case of disaster. 
So great is the inconvenience of travel 
by the other road that the obstructions 

’«ere removed and the bridge is used 
nearly as much as ever. Who is res 
sponsible for the risk which travellers 
run in crossing, and who is accountable 
for tho inconvenience and loss which 
will result from its being closed, 
event which now seems inevitable? 
Mr. J AKillam is at present in Sackville 
collecting material and taking other 
stops for*its repair, and it is probable 
that it will be thrown open to traffic by 
the time the haying seaspi^is over and 
the hay brought in by the upper road; 
whether it will ever be safe is a question 
in the minds of many. Meanwhile dis­
satisfaction and discontent grow con­
tinually. in this section of the province, 
and it might be profitable for Hon. Mr. 
Blair to visit Tantramar and other 
bridges, and to inspect thoroughly the 
highways and other public works which 
are under the direct control of the 
local government before he lets flow his 
floods of eloquence before admiring

the prosperity of New Brunswick under 
his fostering care; and paints in dismal 
in terror to Uncle Sana's dominion be­
fore the neverfailing liberal bugbear 
protection.

same vessel with him, two Dobson 
families and one Faulkuer family. 
They settled on four adjoining farms 
at Point de Bute that had been clear­
ed and tilled by French settlers, who 
had fled at the time of the French 
dispersion. The late Mr. S. F. Wells 
occupied the homestead of his grand­
father, whiçfr is now the home of his 
son, Charles. William Wells had 
married Margaret Dobson in England 
find they came to this country—ft 
sort of land of promise, hoping to 
escape the difficulties and troubles 
that were environing the land of their 
birth. He was an ardent Methodist, 
as was also his wife. They brought 
with them to this country all the 
passionate enthusiasm that that move­
ment had created in England. Mr 
Wells was a bricklayer by trade; had 
built a Methodist Ohapel at Thirsk, 
in which Wesley preached in 1766 
and afterwards wrote a sharp criti 
cism in his journal upon the builder’s 
efforts,* but Mr. Wblls appears not to 
have thought so well of the great 
theologian’s architectural taste as he 
did of his religion. Margaret Dobson 
was a native of Sower by, near Thirsk, 
and Wesley and John Nelson in their 
visitations sometimes made their 
home at the house of her family. She 
had heard them both preach at 
Thirsk Cross, where they were pelted 
with rotten eggs and stones. When 
William Wells and his wife left for 
Nova Scotia, John Wesley had knelt 
in prayer with them and with a hand 
on the head of both, had uomménded 
them to Divine protection.

Under such teachings and influen­
ces William Wells became deeply con­
scious of the great concerns of eterni­
ty, and the desire to save souls be 
came a, if not the. leading desire of 
his life. He was class leader, local 
preacher, and even performed the last 
rites that one can do for another. 
One of hie prayers has become of his­
toric value. William Black, Junr., 
the future leader of Methodism in the 
Maritime Pro vices, then a youth, 
battling about in a sea of religious 
doub* and fear, attended a religious 
meeting held at Fort Lawrence, at 
which William Wells prayed and to 
that prayer Bishop Black afterwards 
ascribed his spiritual deliverance and 
the commencement of his missionary 
career. William Wells became a use­
ful man to the community. He was 
a farmer, and was the only trader in 
his day between the Fort and Cape 
Tormentine. He continued his trade 
as bricklayer, and a number of old 
brick churches were constructed by 
him in this county and he had much 
to do with the erection of the old 
stone chapel at Ft. de Bute. His 
children were as follows:
