How .Hitch ice Tax Trade.

The Tor -uto Globe, and after it the 
Telegraph, tbe Chronicle, the Tran 
script and many other Grit papers in 
the land has published the following 
startling statement:

“ There was collected in 1878 taxation to 
the amount ol $!2,375.01lj In 1882 there will 
be collected #33,600,900.”':

The papers theu go an to count up 
how much per bead Canadians pay in 
taxes as computed with doubtful cor­
rectness from the àtovo premises. 
The statement of Canadian taxation 
is either the unpardonable blunder of 
a stupid man who undertakes to speak 
on things of which lie knows nothing, 
or n deliberate untruth intended to de­
ceive. The an in mentioned, $33,000, 
000, inav be the amount of l lie present 
year’s revenues. We hope it may he 
that much, though piehably $32,000,- 
000 will he nearer tlie figure, lint the 
point is that revenue inti taxation are 
widely different things. The Demin 
ion revenues are drawn from custom 
duties, from excise, Irom public 
works, (that is nilroads and canals,) 
from the post office department, from 
invested monies and from a few mis­
cellaneous sources. Of these, customs 
and excise are taxes and the rest, are 
not. How eau a sane man suppose 
that the proceeds.of our Government 
railroads represents fixation. If the 
roads do not pay running expenses it 
might correctly enough oc said that 
the balance would have to he taxed 
out of the people somehow and some 
time, but the Globe calculation makes 
no account of the expenditure and 
looks at the revenueouly. The way the 
books are kept is this : all yearly run­
ning expenses lit public works are 
charged to expenditure, and all the 
proceeds arc put on Ibe revenue side. 
It is clear then that the greater the 
profits of tlie railways or canals the 
greater will be the relative amount on 
the revenue aide. But ihc Globe says 
thst such a state of affairs would re­
present increased taxation, or that the 
greater the profits irom onr public 
works the more our people are taxed 
If the Intercolonial railway should 
cost two million dollars for working 
expenses, and the proceci s be also t o 
millions the Globe wonld And the peo 
pie taxed two millions. If the cost 
Were the same and the proceeds were 
by judicious management increased to 
five millions and the fares kept as low 

ras before, it would be a good thing, 
but by the Globe» way of stating the 
case the taxation of the people wonkl 
be increased by three millions ; while 
if the proceeds tell off ti One million 
the Globe would hold that taxation 
were lessened by that amount.

The same remarks apply to the Post 
Office department, and it is something 
ridiculous to call the amount realized 
from interest on investments a tax on 
the people. We said that the amount 
of revenue was put probably a million 
too high. Of course, the amount is not 
known yet, but it is just possible that 
the money received irom the sale of 
lands in the North-West has been add­
ed in and called a tax ou the people.

The style of argument used by the 
Globe and its echoes may be somewhat 
effective among some people, but we 
cannot help ^thinking that after all it 
pays about as well to stick to the truth 
—Post.
