GRUESOME FIND.
SKELETON OF UNKNOWN MAN 

DISCOVERED IN WOODS.

Evidently Case of Suicide—Indica­
tions Pointed to Fact That Man 
Had Been Dead Over One Year.

Peterborough, Sept. 12. — While 
searching for several pigs which had 
been lost on the farm of George Camp- i 
bell, who lives near Kendry Station, five |

small patch of woodland, when some- | 
thing among the branches of a pine tree j 
which blew down a year ago last spring 
attracted his attention.

ting there when he died

Everything connected with the re­
mains pointed to ‘suicide. On the ■ 
ground beside the skeleton was a rusty ; 
old razor, while within reach lay a 
tin, which looked like a drinking cup. ! 
Those who examined the cup think 1 
that it contained poison. The head | 
of the skeleton had fallen away from ; 
the rest of the bones, as had also ; 
the fingers of one hand. The doctors 
who reviewed them expressed the opin- 1 

I ion that the man had Ihm-ji dead for over 1 
I a year. Parts of the clothing remained, I 
j and indicated that he was wearing a I 
j blue serge suit and number six boots, 
j He was short in stature, and could not ! 
! have been much more than five feet in j 
j height.

Coroner Gray went out from here 
and will hold an inquest. After the 
jury had viewed the body, the coro­
ner made an adjournment to see if 
any facts can be secured which will 
throw light on the case. It is thought 
that the man must lvave come from some 
distance away, as no mysterious disap­
pearance has occurred in this vicinity 
during the past year.
