Bhe steamship Warrrimoo, the
second vessel of the Canadian-
Australian steamship line, arrived
at Vancouver, B. C, from Sydney
Australia, on Sunday morning the
9th inst., making the passage in
twenty days and sixteen hours
More than ordinary ioterest at-
taches to this initial trip of the
Warrimoo, in as much as an effort

[was made to break the record in
making the cirenit of the globe, as
will be seen from the following:
She carried thirteen sacks of mail,
ur of which were for London.
These London mail bags contained
letters in answer to mail matter
which left London via Suez on
May 19th, and reached Sydney on
June 17th. These bags were des-
patched from Vancouver via the
C. P. R.immediately on the arrival
f the steamer, and, if all has gone
well, it is not unlikely that they
have resched London to-day, thus
encircling the Globe in sixty days.
This would be a lowering of the
record by ten days, the usual time
being about seventy days. The
steamer brought thirty-nine cabin
passengers, among them James
Huddart, managing owner of the
line. Her cargo consisted of about
three thousand toms, chiefly
Australian fruits, wines, preserved
meats etc. The cargo has been dis-
charged and forwarded with the
gw ble expedition. Fruit
or Seattle and Tacoma was sent
forward on the day of the steamer’s
arrival and would be delivered in
twenty-two days from Sydney or
eight days from Honolulu, being
nearly & week sooner that vis San
Francisco.
