There are many in the world who
will listen to no priest, but will harke
to the doetor, and the pronounce-
ment of the latter will govern their
way of lift to the excnsion of other
oonsiderations. There should be
the closest union and no sort of
antagonism between physicians of
the soul and those of the body, for
their varied koowledge can, and
ought to be of the greatest mautaal
help. Many a time a confessor may
restore one who is lingering on the
borders of sin by pointing out to
him the social and physical conse-
quences of guilt; and, in like man-
per, the doctor may often dwell
with froit upon the outrage which
those offer to their Maker who trans-
gress His fundamental laws of self-
restraint.

May this coogress, which hss
