De Toequeville, the French Minster of
Foreign AfTuirs, replied, maintaming the
same ground as had becn taken by Mr,
Poussin, and declining to recall him. It is,
however, reported on the other hand, that
anewer has been received from Paris, bud
that, huving waited a sufficient time in vain,
the dismissal of the Envoy has taken place ;
