The dead are: Mrs. Ara Rundall,
of New Auburn, Iowa; jumped over-
toard in midstream at the first cry «f
fire -and was drowned; an unknown
woman, who leaped into the river
when the captain turned his vessel
back toward the Wisconsin side of
the river, after being umiable to make
a landing on the Iowa side, drowned.
James Plane, Wauken, Iowa, bBurned
to death when confined to the prison
of the steamer for disorderly con-
duct.

Cigarette Smokers Caused Fire, -

Two men are supposed to have set
fire to the steamer by smoking cigar-
ettes while locked up.

The hundreds who were slightly
burned were those who could not wait
to escape from the steamer over the
gang plank.

The story of the rescue as told to-
night .is that the steamer, when it
really reached Bad Axe Island, where
the passengers were ablé to escape to
shoré, was burning so- flercely that
only 200, of the 1,500 aboard were
'able to 'go ashore on the gang plank.
lThe other 1,200 or 1,300 passengers
were forced to leap over the rail into
the water.

Those who were burned were hurt
with sliding down the burning stanch-
ions to get to the water from the up-
per decks. It was too late to escape
through the stairways and many
feared to jump.
