It is said the Kaiser has ordered
Von Jagow, the German Minister of 
Foreign Affairs, to notify all German 
diplomatic agents who hitherto have 
been employed in countries now at 
war with Germany, that they can con­
sider themselves free to choose an­
other career. This is quite in line 
with the Kaiser’s conception of the 
divinity that hedges in a king. These 
diplomats ere converted into the 
Kaiser’s whipping boys. The story is 
told that once upon a time a young 
prince had a whipping boy, and that 
in the course of the Prince’s juvenile 
education; for every breach of discip­
line, which merited punishment, pun­
ishment that fitted the delinquency, 
was meted out not to the prince, but 
to the whipping boy. The offence was 
atoned, the sanctity of the person of 
the prince was saved, the baser clay 
of the menial served the prince as 
in duty bound, and the education of 
the prince progressed in a princely 
way. The German Emperor is the 
culprit who brought on the war.

He frustrated every effort of 
Sir Edward Grey to maintain peace. 
He played the wolf to the Belgian 
lamb, and incited his soldiers to acts 
of violence, spoliation and devasta­
tion to terrorize them.
