TTfll Meet Te-njglit to Moke Selection.
A Urge audience of working men 

attended the preliminary meeting In 
the Casino last evening, held for the 
purpose of selecting a committee of 
fifty that will appoint six candidates 
to represent labor In the forthcoming 
general election. Three will be placed 
in each of the West and East Ends of 
St John’s District
*Mr. Jas. McGrath, President of the 

L.S.P.U., occupied the chair, while 
on the platform were Meesrs. Whitty, 
Foley, Bennett, Tucker, Wlllar, Cald­
well, Whltemarsh and others. Mr. Mc­
Grath was the first speaker, refer­
ring; mainly, to the need of labor .en­
tering candidates in the field, as the 
time for having direct representation 
in the House of Assembly had at last 
arrived. It was for Justice and fair 
play only that the workingman look­
ed, he said, and no employer need have 
any fear of what labor Intends to db. 
The opportunity was then at hand, and 
if not grasped now may never again 
be available.

Mr. P. Bennett, representing the N. 
I.W.A., denied that the move of labor 
was being engineered by the Govern­
ment, as stated by certain nanerm at 
the city. The time has come, said he, 
when labor must be represented on 
the floors of the Assembly. All classes, 
doctors, lawyers and commercial men, 
have been represented, but never yet 
has the workingmen been directly re­
presented from a man or men from 
among its ranks.

Mr. Whltemarsh, representing the 
Shipwrights, compared the country to 
a ship. He stated that the old ship was 
in a bad state and needed good iqen 
to repair and look after her. For over 
a century the workingman had been 
asleep and it was now high time for 
him to awaken and become active.

Mr. Foley, for the Clerks, felt that 
the time for active work had arrived. 
He wanted to have labor represented 
in the legislature, and he wanted men 
who were honest, trusted, and capable. 
He wanted men who knew the condi­
tions under which the workingman 
labors and lives and for that reason 
men directly from the working class 
should be sent to the H. of A.

Mr. Willar delivered the star ad­
dress of the evening. His remarks 
were sound, sensible and excellently 
delivered. The applause that greeted 
them was eloquent of the considera­
tion he received from all present For 
every four years past he said, the 
Governments had given a rich bunch 
of promises, but forgot them promptly 
just as soon as the election was over. 
Labor has never had any say in the 
nomination of candidates. If the work­
ingmen would simply decide to put 
representatives In the Government 
nothing could stop them, as 
they constitute fully 90 per cent of 
the population. Mr. E. J. Whitty then 
moved the resolution.

"That a committee be appointed to 
select candidates to contest the dis­
tricts of St. John’s East and West

"That when a selection of candid­
ates was made, that requisitions be 
prepared and signatures obtained 
thereto, requesting the candidates to 
be placed in nomination.

“That the candidates be known as 
the Workingmen’s Party.”

The resolution was seconded by Mr. 
Woolridge and carried.

Mr. Whitty then delivered a few re­
marks, touching chiefly on the wrongs 
of the present period. Certain 
things, like the minimum wage, child 
labor, and others, had been neglected 
by the Government and it would be 
part of the duty of the labor repre­
sentatives to rectify such conditions. 
Old laws have been made but nowa­
days new ones are needed. This is the 
first chance labor has had of nominat­
ing its own candidates and putting 
them in the House of Assembly. This 
opportunity should not be discarded.

Mr. Fred Gough, of the Carpenters, 
spoke from the hall. And after some 
others had also spoken from the body, 
the selection of men for the commit­
tee was begun. The names of those 
would not be given by the chairman 
of the meeting, when asked for by the 
Press representatives. Fifty were ap­
pointed, however, being comprised of’ 
twenty five from each district. East 
and West. The committee meets to­
night at 8.30 in the N.I.W.A. Club 
Rooms, over the Flalndealer Building, 
Springdale Street The candidates will 
then be nominated and elected.
