The London “Telegraph” maintains that 

a Royal visit to Ireland just now is a matter 
not of pleasure, but of duty. This is what 
it says If monarchy is to be a permanent 
institution in these islands, those who have 
the honours of ^Royalty must discharge its 
responsibilities'. The monarch of the realm 
is sovereign of Ireland as well as of Great 
Britain ; and at this moment the place for our 
fottyre King is in the isle of End. There are 
many and obvious reasons why the presence 
of the Queen herself in Ireland might be at­
tended with grave difficulties ; but, so far as 
we can perceive, there is absolutely no rea­
son why the Prince of Wales should not ful­
fil the duties of the Queen’s representative. 
We ask no great sacrifice from his Royal 
Highness. We require only that he should 
make his home for some portion of the year 
amongst our Irish fellowcountrymen ; that 
he should learn to know a brave, gallant and 
generous people, whose couutry has been 
not inaptly called the brightest jewel in the 
Royal crown. We do not mean that such a 
step can be a panacea for the wrongs of Ire­
land. To remedy those wrongs must be the 

y work of many long years of statesmanship, 
^ of well-consiaered reforms, and earnest na­

tional endeavours. But we do say that one 
step towards commencing the Herculean en­
terprise is to shew the Celtic nation, by the 
presence of the heir to the Crown amongfct 
them, that our sovereign is their sovereign 
also. Ho considerations of personal comfort 
or convenience should be allowed to stand in 
the way.
