on Wednesday evening, after an infer-
view with Mr, Childers, and reported at
at 8 meeting of the Board of Aldermen
held to-nizht that the best terms thev
could get from the Great Western Rail-
way were a reduction of $15,000 from the
bonus of $100,000 for a road to run only
to Blyth, that is, 985,000 for less than
sixty miles of railway.
