SCHOONER LOST.

Boston, Feb., 13. Unreported for 
two weeks, the Gloucester fishing 
schooner Ella M Goodwin, which left 
Bay of Islands, Nad, for Boston three 
weeks ago today, is believed to have 
been lost, and her crew of nine men 
drowned during last week’s storm. 
About a.ek after sailing from Bay 
of Islands, the vessel was reported to 
have : ut into a Nova Scotian port, out 
cleared again within a few hours. Al- 
though many vessels pass over the 
same course the Goodwin took, none 
spoke of her The mariners are of the 
opinion that she was either rammed 
by a steamer during the storm, or 
sprang a leak, and sank with all 91 
board.
