All through this summer, Dawson

Pacific Coast lumbermen are bidding 
for the contract to supply ties foe pro. 
posed Chinese railways, Which when, let 
will be one of the largest lumber con­
tracts ever entered into. Should, the 
contract come to British Columbia it 
would tax the mills of the province to 
their utmost capacity, for already they 
have a great deal of work ahead of 
them. A number of new charters having 
been announced, irrespective©/ the big 
contract. The steamers Vagnar and 
Tordenksjold, both big carriers, have 
been chartered to load at Meodyville, the 
former for Neuchwang and the latter 
for Shanghai; the steamer Lombard, 
now at Vancouver, will load a part cargo 
of lumber at Moodyville and piles at 
either Cowichan or Salt Spring Island 
for Neuchwang; the bark Seminole is 
due to load lumber at Moodyville and the 
Rose is now loading at the same mill for 
the latter port. At the Hastings and 
Chemainus mills there is similar activity, 
all sharing in the benefits arising from 
the development of China and the de­
mand for lumber there and elsewhere. 
The bark Gladys will finish loading at 
Chemainus next week for Melbourne 
and will be followed by the C. F. Crock­
er, now on the Sound, which will load 
for Sydney. The ship John A. Briggs 
is also on her way to Chemainus to load 
lumber for the Cape of Good Hope. The 
prop cutters of Salt Spring Island, Saa­
nich Inlet and Cmwichan also have a 
busy time ahead of them. The bark 
Northwest is now loading at Coal Island 
and the Vidette and J. M. Griffith are 
due to load at ene of the prop stations, 
all the cargoes being for the Mexican 
mines. The supply of props for the south­
ern mines is qnite an important part of 
the lumber industry of British Colmbia, 
and the part from which Victoria draws 
the most direct benefit, all the supplies 
for the camps going from here. It is also 
a source of revenue to the farms of the 
district, who are thus enabled to dis­
pose of the timber on their land.

FREIGHT FOR TELEGRAPH. .
To-morrow evening the steamers Amur 

and Horsa will sail for the North, both 
well laden with passengers and freight. 
The Amur will have a very large ship­
ment of hay, oats and other general sup­
plies for the Cusca Trading and Trans­
portation Co., the consignment going up 
the Stikine to Telegraph creek.

as Sunday. At all hours the street was 
as crowded as Cheapside in London, or 
Broadway in New York, and at the busy 
time of tiie night in Dawson there was 
scarcely standing room on the street or 
in the saloons.

And what a hetereogeneous crowd ! Old 
Yukon pioneers fresh from the diggings, 
with their sacks full of the precious dust 
the craving for which has cost so many 
men their lives or their fortunes—Ameri­
cans, Englishmen, Frenchmen, Swedes, 
Germans, Japanese—members qf almost 
every civilized race—all tanned, roughly- 
clad and hardy, the sturdiest crowd of 
men that were probably ever gathered 
together in one spot.

Though many have now gone there is 
still a large crowd here, and the “lead­
ing industry” still flourishes. Inside the 
saloons the fnn rages gloriously day and 
eight. Each saloon contains three dis­
tinct departments, drinking, gambling, 
and dancing, in each of which 
spicnous feature is the big gold scales, 
where the coarse-grained yellow dust that 
is the ordinary currency of the camp, is 
solemnly weighed ont.

The miner comes into his favorite place 
of amusement in the evening accom­
panied by a small crowd of thirsty ad­
mirers, and throws his sack, often con­
taining hundreds of dollars’ worth uf 
dust, over the bar, where often—only.toD 
often—it returns some hours later to 
the owner, drained To the last grain of 
its precious contents. Meanwhile the 
dust has gone in frequent and numerous 
driblets by way of the big gold scales to 
the coffers of the saloon keeper, each 
driblet representing “drinks for the 
crowd,” including a number of highly 
decorated “dancing ladies.”

The guileless simplicity of the miner is 
never more strikingly betrayed than in 
one of these places that are run for his 
especial benefit. It is the most perfectly 
constructed machine for the effective ex­
traction offgold dust that is in use any­
where in these diggings. From the loud- 
voiced gentleman who hustles up 
couples for the various dances, which he

It is quite possible that there is found­

ation for the statement that the United 
States delegates at the Quebec confer­
ence regard the British preferential 
clause in the Canadian tariff law as an 
obstacle in the .way of a United States- 
Canadian reciprocity arrangement It 
should not be such, and it would not be 
if there was any general desire for re­
ciprocity with this country on the part 
ot the United States. This double-tariff 
principle, on which the first Canadian 
preferential enactment was based, is not 
commendable in itself, but it is not novel. 
The United States itself has, in the re­
ciprocity clauses of its present tariff, 
embodied practically the same principle 
in its law. In the case of Germany, 
which maintains the double tariff system, 
the United States at this moment has an 
advantage over Canada, through the ar­
rangement by which its merchandise is 
admitted at the low rate, While Canadian 
goods pay the higher’iîuties of the maxi­
mum tariff. It is quite true, of course, 
that in the case of Canada and Great 
Britain the preference given to the pro­
ducts of the latter country is peculiar. 
Germany, France and other countries 
only grant the advantages of their mini­
mum tariff rates to nations which give 
like or equivalent advantages to them. 
Canada’s preference in the case of Brit­
ish goods is a free gift to the manufac­
turers of the Mother Country. This, 
however, is not a matter of practical 
concern to the United States. If the 
preference had been given by Canada to 
British goods in return for equivalent 
advantages in the British market, the 
position of the United States, from a 
business point of view, would be exact­
ly as it is now. It would simply be this: 
It is to the general advantage that Unit­
ed States products should be admitted in­
to Canada on the same conditions as re­
gards customs duties as apply to Brit­
ish goods; and, if so, what custom» ad­
vantages is it advisable to give to Can­
adian goods in return? If matters out­
side of this are introduced, and grounds 
taken that would interfere with Canada s 
freedom to do as she likes with her tariff 
it will be as an excuse and not a reason 
for declining to accede to the Canadian 
proposals. It is qnite posisble, however, 
that such ground will be taken, and that 
no reciprocity arrangement will he 
eluded in the work of the commis» 
unless the government abandons its pre­
sent position in regard to British im­
port»

Ostensibly ninety-nine out of every 
hundred inhabitants of Dawson come 
here to prospect for gold or engage in 
the busines of mining. Consequently in 
their more lucid moments they carry out 
m their own peculiar manner this osten­
sible object. This they do mostly in the 
form that is locally known as the “stam­
pede."

To engage in this kind of prospecting 
successfully it is first and principally ne­
cessary to secure a source of exclusive 
information. Everyone desires most to 
”ave a friend in the Gold Commission­
ers office, but failing that'a friend who ~is .a friend there, and so on through a 
cnam that sometimes extends to so 

lnks that it does not prove as 
e rr^!ve £9. mi8ht be desirable.

Upon this source of information the 
enteronsmg prospector relies for early 
„7?, .regarding the most recent 

; I?r ffieand that is presumably 
v. orth staking. Having obtained a “tip” 
he and many others, who Invariably in 
some way or other get the same “tip,” 
shoulder their packs and rush along up 
the creeks to drive their stakes as near 
as possible to the supposedly rich ground.

If the stampeder succeeds in finding 
room for two more stakes amongst the 
forest of stakes that already adorn the 
hanks of the creeks, he returns to 
Dawson, and then begins the long and 
wearisome job of getting his claim “re- 
ccrdeir or accepted for registry in the 
Gold Commissioner s office.

This is an operation that seldom can 
he successfully carried ont without 
spending at least the whole of one work- 
,ne day In the crowd outside the front 
door. Once Inside the office, in the course 
of another hour or so, while the provok- 
frgly-cool, leisurely clerks slowly thumb 
the crude records, the applicant may or 
n>ay not get his claim recorded. That 
depends on several apparently irrelevant 
conditions which I confess candidly that 
1 do not understand.
..Tbe recorder himself has admitted that 
toe business of the office is in a very dis­
organized state. He excuses it on the 
(•rounds of the enormous volume of the 
business, the want of facilities, and the 
snort time that has elapsed since the 
office was first opened. But I must con-

manner asBefore closing, I would say that I do 
not assume the responsibility of either 
excusing or condemning the officials. I 
merely report the facts as they exist, and 
certainly the most conspicuous fact in 
Dawson to-day is the universal distrust 
Of the mining officials. It may or may 
not 7-be gossip, but certainly specific 
charges are made against almost every 
official in the gold commissioner’s office, 
except the commissioner himself, who is 
accused of nothing worse than a kind of 
fatuous incompetence.

Personally, the most I can say is that 
I certainly have heard some of these offi­
cials themselves make insinuations 
against the others. Perhaps that is 
sufficient. '

In bright contrast to the general odium 
of the mining officials is the universal 
regard and respect for the judge, the 
magistrates, the mounted police and 
everyone responsible for the administra­
tion of justice and the maintenance of 
order.
the fact that this large camp, crowded 
with all kinds and conditions of irien 
and women, situated a thousand miles 
a|wat from anywhere, is to-day as order­
ly and as free from crime as the quiet­
est village in Canada.

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INSTRUCTION FOR TEACHERS.

ii.CORBIN DO? -i

Two of the four courses of instruction 
to be given to the teachers of the public 
schools of the city who may feel the 
need of such aids to professional ad­
vancement, will be commenced, accord­
ing to previous announcement, to-mor­
row in the High school class-rooms.

The first lesson will 
embrace a general introduction to the 
science of botany, and a special study of
