NOT FOR MONOPOLY.

Protest of Quebes Against the Syndicate Taking
the Q.,M., O., £ 0. Railway.

Quesec, March 4.—The following is a
copy of the resolution respecting the rail-
way, unanimously adopted at last night’s
city council meeting : —

That the sale of the Q, M., 0., & O.
railway, or auy part of the same in a way
calculated to deprive the city of ( uebec of
its fair share of the advantages and profits
to be derived from the business of the said
road, would not conduce to the peace or
credit of the province, and shoull meet
with the earnest opposition of all who
desire the good of the country.

THE AVERAGE LENGTH OF LIFEIN
ONTARIO.

Interesting ‘Items from the Registrar-General’s
Report—All About the Births—When People
Marry—The Methodists Lead—Married at
Eighty.

From the report for the year ending
Dec. 31, 1880, of Hon. A. B. Hardy,
registrar-general for Ontario, we take a
further budget of interesting information,

ABOUT BIRTHS,

The number of births registered during
the year was 42,312, increase over 1879 of
1277. The number of marriages registered
was 12,783, an increase of 274 over 1879,
The number of deaths registered was
19,802, an increase of 1844 over number
registered in 1879. The total number of
births, marriages and deaths registered in
1880 was 74,897, being an increase of 3395,
or 4.7 per cent., over the registrations of
1879. In births twenty-six counties this
year return an increase over 1879, and 13
have retrograded.

The county towns do not show quite as
much improvement in their returns of
births as in former years, 22 more~births
only being registered than in 1879,
ABOUT MARRIAGES,
The duty devolving upon ministers to
register the marriages solemnized by them
‘appears to have been promptly and care-
fully performed. I'wenty counties are, in
their retarn of marriages this year, in ‘ad-
vance of the previous year, and 19 have
declined in the number of their returns,
The largest increase, 135, is returned by
the county of Carleton, and the county of
York shows the maximum decrease, 81, In
the county towns the increase this year in
mar! is 118—Ottawa leading, with 83
more than in 1879 ; and Toronto shows the
greatest decrease—74, : g
ABOUT DEATHS.
In deaths thirty counties report an in-
crease, of which the most noticeable are the
counties of Carleton, Essex, Wellington,
Northumberland and Durham (united), and
Frontenac ; Carleton giving the highest of
all, an increase ot 214, Nine counties re-
port a decrease, the return from Hurop
being the largest, namely, 66, -
IN CITIES AND TOWNS,
The returns from the twenty cities and*]
large towns give in births a-ratio of 2756
births to 1000 persons living ; in marriages
10.7 per 1000, and in deaths 17.6 1000,
an increase over 1879 of 9 per 1600.
In births, Toronto, Belleville, Guelph,
Peterborough, Kingston and ° Brantford
return a larger ratio than the average from
the whole of the cities and towna
Chatham gives tle highest marriage rate,
21 per 1000 of the population, and Strat-
ford the lowest, 7.2 per 1000. In Torontg,
Ottawa, London, Kingston, Brantford, St.
Catharines, Belleville and Windsor the
death rate was higher than the gverage,
17.6. Brockville returned the lowest, 9,1
per 1000.
ILLEGITIMATE CHILDREN, -
The births of illegitimate children was
largely in excess of those of 1879. In that
year 524 were registered : in 1880, 671 ;
an increase of 147. The four counties,
York, Carleton, Middlesex and Wentworth,
having within their limits the largest
cities, Toronto, Hamilton, Ottawa and
London, return 380 ,illegitimate births, or
56 per cent, of the whole nnmber of these
births registered in the Province. York
gives 170 illegitimate births ; Wentworth
44, Middlesex 40 and Carleton 126, It is
said the large number of these births
registered in the large cities is* principally
caused by mothers resorting thither from
other districts for the purpose of conceal-
ment in crowded cities.
WHEN THEY MARRY. -
Of the 25,566 persous (not couples)
married, 9253 were Methodists, or nearly
three-fourths of the whole number, the
larger number of these being females. The
Presbyterians, Episcopalians and Roman
Catholics respectively come next in order,
according to numbers, but more males were
married in these denominations than fa-
males. 1nall the other denominations the
number of females married exceeded the

the year only 129 were under the age of 20
vears when married, while 2698 females
entered the matrimonial state before arriv-
ing at that age. From the ages of 20 to 25
the number of females married was still
largely in excess of males, 6492 females to
5051 males. Between the ages of 25 and
30 a change takes place, and a larger
number of males married at this period
than females 4464 males to 2202 females.
Throughout every other period of life
more males than females entered the mar-
ried state.

MARRIED AT EIGHTY.
For the last 8 years there has been
reported each year at least one man marry-
ing when 80 or over 80 years of age, this
year four are so returned. Oue of these
was 86, and his partner 60 years of age ;
another 85 and his wife 41 ; and in the third
case the husband was 81 and his wife 41.
In the fourth instance the man was 80 years
of age and the girl wedded was only 20. In
only three cases was the bride older than
the bridegroom, and the difference in their
ages was not great,

WHAT PEOPLE DIE OFF.
Of all the deaths recorded nearly 23 per
cent. were under the age of 1 year, and
14.6 per cent. were between 1 and 5 years
of age ; over 37 per cent, being under the
age of 5 five years ; over 38 per cent. of
the deaths were of those under 20 years of
age. The greatest monthly death record
was in March, and the smallest in June.
There was the usual high point in the
mortality in March, chiefly from lung
diseases and heart diseases, and another in
August principally from discases of the
bowels and stomach and largely amongst
infants.
7T he largest proportion of adults in the
year were as usual caused by consumption—
or 11.2 per cent. of the totals. Many more
females than males died of this disease, more
especially in the period of maternity. In
some counties two or ‘three times as manmy
died of it as in other counties. In Lennox,
Addington, Leeds, Grenville and Prinee
Edward counties the mortality frcm con-
sumption was higher, while in Grey,
Muskoka and Parry Sound it wasslowest.
Next to consumption, in the proportion of
deaths, came old age and infantile detility,
but it is stated that with ‘‘ more= careful
diagnosis and greater &)recislon in certify-
ing the causes of death,” inflammation of
the lungs would probably be second in the
list as to the height of its mortality. This
disease now stands fourth, Next comes
diptheria, causing nearly 50 per cent.
more deaths in 1880 than 1879, and
being as usual much more fatal in rural
than in urhan districts.

Following this come, in order, heart dis-
ease, convulsions, bronchitis, croup, and
congestion of the lungs ; from this last there
were 50 per cent. more deaths than in 1879.
