“BANK* AND BANKING

Secretary Measles of the Chartered Account-
unie* ln»< Unie Ably Handles the Subject.
At a meeting of the Chartered Accountants 

of Ontario at tho Board of Trade building last 
night Mr. J. H. Mensies, the Secretary, read an 
elaborate paper on “Banks and Banking in 
Canada." He dealt with many sides of tlie 
banking question. He held that the statutory 
limitation of the circulation of banks to the 
amount of their unimpaired paid-up capital 
was purely an arbitrary one and apparently 
based on no principle. The circulation of a 
hank was connected not with the 
amount of Bits paid-up .capital, 
but with the amount of the dogpdts it hoUta. 
He argued in fovor of having rests invested In 
other securities than discounted bills and trade 
advances, and held that if this were done it 
would make the doing away with the double 
liability a comparatively easy» matter. The 
subjecting of bank stockholders to the double 
liability did not afford the security to creditors 
that was commonly supposed. The total double 
liability assessments made in the United 
States since the institution of the National 
bank system realized only 47 per cent, of the 
whole, and it was doubtful if 40 cents on the 
dollar had been realized in Canada. While this 
was poor security, it worked disastrously in 
repelling investors. Tlie essayist was opposed 
to a Canadian national currency.

Mr. Menzies doubted the ability of govern- 
ue to meet the elastic requirements of 
Silver and gold monetary standards 

discussed at some length. A point was 
made as to the inspection of banks. It was 
pointed out that a few days before 
the bank crashes came the institution 
that failed was often reported in Government 
returns to be on a sound financial basis. To 
correct this state of things a Government in­
spection of banks was suggested, the essayist 
supporting his contention by stating that In 
England, Australia, and even in China banks 
were inspected by Government examiners.

A criticism was read from Mr. G. W. Hogue 
of Montreal. The critic took objection to sev­
eral points, disputed the essayist s premises 
and conclusions in some cases and endorsed 
his opinions in others. A .

36Tke Large Dealer's Advnulage.
The advantage gained by dealing largely in 

any manufactured article or commodity is an 
obvious one, more especially is this the case 
when the dealer pays cash for every bill of 
goods. The small dealer, when competing with 
old and established houses, works at an im­
mense disadvantage. Usually being unable to 
discount his bills, he is shut out from trading 
dirêct with the manufacturer, and is obliged to 
purchase his stock from the jobbers or middle­
men. The jobbers having themselves purchased 
from tho manufacturer at the same figures at 
which the large cash dealer could buy, have 
then to make their own profit, and being after 
obliged to give credit to the same buyer the 
profit is frequently a good one. Then the 
small dealer retails bis stock and either the 
consumer is obliged to pay all these profits or 
the small dealer—fails. These facte come to 
light almost daily in the hat trade, A gentle 
man will purchase a hat in some suburban hat 
store and think he has done perhaps a little 
better as to price than he could have done in 
the city. A little lator he begins to be doubt­
ful ubout his purchase, and finally he decides 
that he made a very bad bargain. There was 
fust ono reason for this: The small dealer 
could not afford to sell the same quality of hat 
as the large dealer for anything near the same 
money, w. 8c D. Dineen. corner of King and 
Yonge streets, will guarantee to sell any hat 
50 cents lower than any Toronto competitor. 
They buy largely. They buy direct from the 
manufacturera. They boy for cgsh and save 
all discounts.
