MONTREAL. Oct. 1—(By Canadian 
press)—Interviewed here this morning 
in regard to the Home Bank of Canada.

ment:

“The bankers of Canada at large 
have notdefinitely agreed to undertake 
to advance to the curator the funds re­
quired by an assignment of the assets 
of the Home Bank. On the other hand, 
they have favorably considered the mat­
ter and may probably make an advance 
if and when the legal formalities have 
been satisfied.”
NOT AN INDEX.

It is pointed out by banking author­
ities that this does not offer any in­
dication of the Home Bank's position. 
It does, however, indicate that the as­
sets will amount to a sum well in ex­
cess of the advance that may be made.

Reports that loans to subdivisions 
speculators, to men interested in the 
New Orleans street railway and to 
Montreal rum-running Snterests were 
responsible for much of the bank’s 
losses, cannot be confirmed from any 
authorized source here.

It is not likely that the Board of Edu­
cation will have its estimates for 1924 
ready by November 1, as requested re­
cently by Mayor Wenige.

BAR LE DUC, France, Oct. 1. — 
"Don’t le't's sing the 'Hymn of Victory’ 
too soon. and. above ail, don't let the 
Government get excited," said Premier 
Poincare to-day, in speaking to the 
council of the Department of the 
Meuse.

International Finance and Unem­
ployment Two of Biggest

LONDON, Oct. 1.—In the small 

Cabinet room at No. 10 Downing street 
the premiers from the four corners of 
the empire met this morning for the 
opening of the imperial conference. It 
was illustrative of the changing scenes 
in politics that of those present this 
morning only two, Premier Smuts, of 
South Africa, and Premier Massey, of 
New Zealand, were in attendance at the 
imperial conference of premiers a couple 
of years ago.

Premier Stanley Baldwin "and the 
Duke of Devonshire, colonial secretary, 
were there to-day representing Great 
Britain: Premier Mackenzie King rep­
resented Canada: Hon. W. R. Warren, 
who recently became premier of New­
foundland, represented that country. 
The Irish Free State, which makes its 
first appearance at an imperial confer­
ence, is represented by President Wm. 
T. Cosgrave. India, which has hot yet 
attained full dominion Status, is repre­
sented by Viscount Peal, - secreta vy of 
state for India: the Maharajah .of 
Aiwar, who himself rules over 1,000.000 
people, and Sir Tej. Bahadur Saprn,- 
MASSEY IS THE DEAN.

Premier Massey, of New ZeSlanc^ is 
the doyen of the conference.

W. G. Ormsby Gore, undersecretary 
for the colonies, was at the conference 
opening in behalf of the crown colonies 
and protectorates. Premier Stanley M. 
Bruce, of Australia, is the only premier 
who was not present at the opening 
to-day. He is expected in London on 
Thursday.

It was at first thought that Premier 
Baldwin would seize the opportunity at 
the opening of the conference to make 
the keenly expected announcement as 
to the reported new’ entente with 
France and negotiations with Premier 
Poincare over reparations in the Ruhr. 
Now, however, it is believed that the 
early clays of the conference will be 
devoted to the preliminaries necessary 
to organization work. In all probability 
the recent developments in foreign 
relations will not be before the con­
ference until the meeting on Friday.

Foreign relations and plans for the 
development of trade, from the present 
outlook, probably will be the most 
prominently to the fore In the consider­
ation of the long agenda before the con­
ference, which probably will be In 
session till the British Parliament 
meets, November 13.

The imperial economic conference, 
which will open to-morrow, apparently 
Is likely to become something In the 
nature of a committee of the main 
conference on economic questions. The 
economic conference will appoint sub­
committees to study the various items 
on the agenda, but the questions of

German Troops Ordered To Sup­

press Revolt Ruthlessly.

LONDON, Oct. 1.—The revolutionary 
movement originated by nationalist 
organizations has broken out at Kues- 
trin, 50 miles from Berlin, says a Reuter 
dispatch from the German capital.

The insurgents attempted to disarm 
the garrison and occupy the fortress, 
but the commander of the Reichswehr 
arrested the nationalist leaders and 
drove back the attackers.

Detachments of Reichswelv from 
neighboring towns have been summoned 
to Kuestrin, the dispatch adds, and the
