A cablegram was sent at once 1o the
Bishop-elect, advising him of the action of the
convention,

Fuox The Chureh Fiy-leaf of the Diotese of
New Ilampshire we lenrn that while the popu-
lation of the State has incrensed only 18.29 per
cent. during tho last twenty years, the Church
has increased in the number of her commuuni-
cants 145,25 per gent., ur about eight times ns
fast as the population, In 1872 there were only
1,308 communicants ; now there are 3,208, Scv-
eral of the Sectarian bodics, viz, the Metho-
dists, the Baptists, and the Free Baptists have
not increased as fast as the population. The
Roman Catholies have incrensed largely, but
chiefly by immigration from Canada,

Tuis is a deseription of the most notable Con-
gregational Chapel in Glaggow : ¢ The pulpit
has been removed to one side, the prayer desk
and lectern, from which the devotional parts of
the service are conducted, have beer made more
prominent, and on the wall behind the Commu-

nion table there is a wooden screen with a pancl
of green velvet and a large yellow satin cross in
the centre of it.” Comment is necdless, save to
this extent. There are congregations of Church-
men who would raise a revolt in many n parish
if this sort of change were made in the Church.
Yet the Glasgow Congregationalists are un-
moved.—Irish Leclesiastical (Jazette.

first to introduce, or re-introduce, the praclice
was Dean Close, who was not precisely a Trac.

earliest ndvocates of evening celobrations was
Dean Hook, though he afterwards dropped the
practice when he came ¢ regard it as irregu.
