The (Queen summoned
Lord Randolph Churchill and Lorl George
Hamilton, firet lord of the admiralty, to
Windsor on Tuesday,

Failing to reconcile Liord Randolph ta the
Cabinet’s views, the Queen ggve bim time to
conaider the points at jssue, Lord Salisbury
wag aware of Lord Randelphs decisien yes-
terday morning, and the mattes was whis-
pered at a ball given at Hatfiald House Inat
evening. Lord Randolph’a premature divul-
genee of his decisicn to the Zimesis con-
pidered a breach of faith, Mr. Matthews,
home cecretary, is the only member of the
Cabinet whosc resignation is considered prob-
able, but the Right Hon. C, T, Ritchie, presi-
dent of the Local Government board, and Mr.
W, T. Jeckeon, financial sccretary of the
Trensury, who share Lord Randolph’s views,
may possibly retire, Lord Raoduipn, in an
interview to-day, said his health won hetter
than it had been for months past. Iie deci-
sion to retire, he said, was the result of duo
deliberation and arose from no ill-temper or
wearineoss of office. Lord Randolph has
abandoned his contemplated visit to 1reland.

CONSERVATIVES ENRAGED AT CHURCHILL,

Loxbox, Dee. 23,—The Cabinet will not
meet nntil next VWedneeday, All ths mem-
bers will pass Chrictmas at their country
geaie. Lord Randolph authorizes the state-
ment that be will continue to give a general
support to tho Government, aud on disputed
questions in Purliament will bold aloo{ rather
than oppese the Government, avoiding every
thing that migbt tend to jeolgardize the
eniente between Tories and Liberals on
Unionist principles. It is reported that Lord
Saligbury, has renewed his cffer of the
premicrahip to Lord Hartington, he himsolf
proposing to take the foreign office and Lord
Hartington to hiave the right to select a por-
tion of the Cabinet. Tho Cozlion and other
Coneorvative clubs aro almost dcserted,
owing to the holidays, but the few membera
remaining gave unlimited exprossion to
their fury against Churchill, stigmatizing
him as a traitor, who will be for
ever unworthy of party confidence.

Eointment of a committee to call upon Lord

andolph and demand of him an explanation
of his conduct.

CHAMBERLAIN SPEAAWS OUT.

UE PRAISES LORD CHURCHILL AND TOINTS OUT
110W THE LIBERALS MAY BE REUNITED,

Loxpox, Dec. 24, —Mr. Chamberlain made
a speech Bt & private mecting of the
Birmingham Libz2ral Council last evening.
He said the politica] situation was an exira.
erdinary and critical one. It had totally
changed within twenty-four homra, €Al
though,” he continued, ‘I have often
differed with Lord Randolph Churchill, I
hase never failed to do justice to his great
ability snd quick appreciation of public
sentiment, Though resred in old Toryiem,
he has repeatedly risen euperior to it, and
his position in the present Government was a
guarantee to me taat they would not pursue
a reactionary policy. Lord Churchill 8 recent
speeches displayed Liberal principlea upon
most important questions. His resignuticn
is a very significant annooncement. It seems
the old Tory influenco has gained the upper
hand. The keynote of Churchill's policy was
to mnintain the alliance with the Unfonists,
I thought that perhaps the Torics had grown
wise by experience and were prepared to
govern in a liberal spirit. If they have
abendened that inteetion Lord Salisbury
must be prepared to face the conzequences.
Now, gintlemen, in view of this starlling
change, I ask mysclf, what are the Gladston-
iang going to do 7 It secmsa to me they have
a graat ane perhaps a fioal oppoertunity. The
Liberals agree apon ninety-nine paiuts and
disagreeupon only one poiat. Even upon Irish
matters, when I lock into the thing, Tam
more surprised «t the numbher of points
whereon we are agreed than ut the remaiader,
upon which for the present we must bz con-
tent to differ. My opporition to Mr, Glad-
stonc's bill has been grosely misrepreeented,
I never seid 1 was opposed to the great land
acheme. I oppogcd the Gladstene Lill maiuly
upon two grounds First, I helieved it would
involve a loss which the British taxpayer
onght not to kear : second, I wasnot prepared
to do anything precluding an airangement to
make Ireland practically independent.  [$ is
one thing to use all the resources of the state
to benefit your fellow cit'aus; it is
a different thing altogether to under.
take o risk for those about to diift from
you. But I aever doubted that it weas pos.
aible to devise a plan for the settlement of the
land question. I am convinced thatany of
the three Libernl Jenders ctn soon arrauge a
scheme, which, without throwiog an unfair
rivk en the British taxpayer, will in a shert
time make the Irish tenant the owner of the
land he cultivates, We Lave all agreed
on a rcheme applicable t» Eregland
and Seotlind, and we are prepared to
apply it, with the nccessary change
of details, to Irelund. Are we ta re-
main disjointed, fightivy ond in interoecine
strite for the benetit of cur opporents, or sre
we to make this honcst attempt’ 1f e da
not ngree on every poitt, at least we can
agree to carry these important reforms on
which thae is ro difference of opizion be-
tween ug, and leave it Yo time and a frank
discuzsion of the suljject to say whether,
when we have accomplished theso reforms,
wemay not go a etep further in the direction
of the views of these who are now, unfortun-
ately, ouv oppenents,” [Lnud cheera] Mr.

MR. PARNELL 1NTERVIEWED,
HE TALKS ALOUT PERSONAL AND POLITICAL
QUESTIONS,

LoxboX, Dee. 23,—A reporter called on
Mr. Parnell at the Euston Square Hotel this
evening. He presented his card, and waus
promptly admitted to Mr. Parnell’s apart-
ments.  Mr, Parnell looks much paler and
thinner then abt the end of the last sessicn,
but he is evidently making good progrese.
Ho ssid that his physician believes that he
will be sironger than for many yeera., Mr,
Painell explained that he had not yet granted
personal interviews ou political subjects ns
the fatigue ond excitement would be too
much for him, but he was willing to make
an exception when ISiarmation was sought
for the American public. Hec said that his
illncss had become acute nbout the end of
October, but for several montha previously
bo bnd been lowing fiesh, sppetite and
strength, until in the sutumn £5831on he felt
almost entirely unable to doany werk, Con-
tinuing, he suid :—*‘ After my malady hsd
become tully developed 1 wax unable to read
or write anything or attend to any kind of
business for several weeks, and it is only
within the last three weeks that I have per
mitted myeeli even %o think of political
affairs, while even now the excitemicnt and
fatigue of the lust few days have distinctly
thrown me back and made mo feel worso.”
Mr. Parnell then turned to the political

gituation, Mo remarked that the Gov-
ernment, now that Lord Randolph
Churchill had resigned, would have

something clea to think of than coercing Ire-
land. It would have to struggle for existence,
The Government, he continued, would have
been unlikely to apply cocrcive powers in
any case, becuuse the marked abeence of
erime, the general moderation with which the
campaign had been conducted and the fact
that the object of the Government and of
the campaign promoters was the same—name-
ly, that of obtaining n fair rent abatement
from unyiclding landlords—had taken away
many of tho unusual excuses for coercion. Re-
garding the legality of the campaign, Mr.
Parnell said he was unwilling to take the
law from either Justice O'Brien or Justice
Johnston, both of whom were strong political
partisans, who had received their offices in
reward for political services and who were
notorviously lawyers of wmediocre ability.
There was confusion in the judgment itself,
as well as in the proclamation. *In any
cage,” continued Mr, Parnell, **if it should
be finally and clearly decided by high Jegal
opinion of recognized authority that the cam-
aign is illegal, you must remember it will
Ee only technically illegal, and only 8o be-
cause the mame right of combination which
the legislature, after much agitation, logelized
for British workmen under the namo of
trades unioniam, hne not been extended to
Irish tenant farmers.

PARNELL'S POLIOCY.

Dunrix, Deo. 22.—It can be authorita-
tively stated that Mr, Parnell is convinced
that the position of the Irish tenants is worse
thnt when he embodied his anti-sviction bill.

Chamberlain’s assertion, but he declined to
do so, regarding the correspondence as con-
fidential, Mr. Chemberlain is now said to
have gotten in his possesslon the rctual let.
ters in which Mr, Parnell approved the pro-
posed pational council. If this beso, there
will be some lively scenes in the next session
of Parliament. Tke Parnellites say the ** no
rent” agitation will be suepended for o few
weelts, and o lull is expected until after Iar-
lisment mects.

the Irigh foymer woarly oli the producs of his
induatry to nnother country, who reproach us
with our poverty, ineult us and tell ns that
our people can‘t live except on charity.

entered into past struggles the result cannot
be doubtful, and when we come out ot the
struggle we will remember who wers the
people’s friends and who wero the people’s
enemies, nnd deal out our reward to ons and
our punishment to the other.

THE GERMAN ARMY BILL,

Berrniy, Dee. 23.—The North German
({uzette emphatically denies the reports of the
Progressist press that Priace Birmarchk de-
clares againit dissclviog the Reichstag and
that the Government hopes to reach an vniler-
standing with the Reichstag on the basis of
the Centre’s proposals. The Gazetfe adds
thet in Government circles thers exists no
doubt whatever ot the neceseity of maintain-
iny the Army bill at any price. 1t isre-
ported that Dr, Windthorst has informed
General Von Schellendorff, minister of war,
that if the Government ehould proceed with
the furmotion of new cadres for the lat of
April the Reichstag would be certain to
give a bill of indemnity, but the Centre
wonld go no further. The commision of
staff officers continues making arrengments
for cew troope just as if the bill was already
passed, The War ministry is hastening the
preduction of repenting rifles, The Post
stotes that the workmen in the factoriean at
Spandon have been refused the usual Chriat-
mas holidaye. It is expected that the Land-
tag will meet on January 14, Among the
bills to be introduced is o new measure for
nn organic revision of the May laws, Berlin
will be illuminated on January 1 in honor
of the cighteenth aoniversary of Emperor
William's entry into the army. It is rumorcd
that the Emperor will seize the occnsion to
make »n address to the Heichstag deploring
its attitude on the military bill,

POWDERLY DISAVOWS SYMUATHY
WITH Tdk ANARCHISTS.

Cuicaco, Dec, 22.—An important circular
has been received by District assemblies Nos,
24 and 57, Knights of Labor, of this city,
from naster "Vorkman Powderly concerning
the factional quarrels which have exieted in
the organization for some time.
