I there proved, by thestatisties o' the -12
nixed schiools in the County of Renfrew,
havingI a Caitnolic teacher, thiat the pro-
portion betweeni the aPrraige and roll or
reiler attendance for these schools was

two and two-thirds ; and that, therefore,
25 of a 'erage attendance means almost 67
children

I further proved from the sanie figures
that only 9 of an arerage attendance in
necess.ry to secure a Catholic teacher.

It is well to rernember that the Mani-
toba Scioal Act requ ires only 10 ebildren
to forni ut school section. Thus clause 5
is disposed of. It is more barren than
the desert Sahara, atfording not one
single oasis for the enajoynaent of Catho-
lic righîts.

The Premier night juist as well have
eaid : "When you have 300 children at-
tending a school I will permit you to
have a Catholie teacher."

I shall now proceed, as indicated in
nîy Iast letter, to consider the religion
clause..

Bear in mind that by the "asettlement"
Catholic separate schools have disap.t
peared from the statutes of Manitoba,
and are now sutbstituted by Godles, neu-
tral orsecular tchools. I shall even, at
the haz ird of lengtiening this letter be.
vond the ioiîtatls I contemplated, repro.
duce all the religion clauses, that the

reader may have every facilit.y of judg-
ing their value for Iiinimself.

Clatuse 2-Religious teaching to be
conhucted as hereinafter provided : (1)
If autltorized by a resolution passed bay
a mijTrity of the school trustees, or (2)
If a petition be presentedi to the' Board
of school trnatees asking Ior religious
teaching amd signted hy' the tarents or
guardiansof at least ten children attend-
ing the school in the cas e of ai rural dis-
trict, or by the parents or guardians of
at least twenty-live childrenî attending
the school in a city, town or village.

Clause 1-Such religions teaching to
tak ý place between the hours of 8 30 and
4 o'click in the afternoon and to be con-
dtucted by any Christian clergyman
whose charge includes any p>rtion of
the school district, or by any person
duly authorized by such clergyman, or
by a teacher when so authorized.

Clause 4-Whore seospeciiied in such
resolution of therTrustees, or where so
requiredby the petition of the parents
or giardians, relhgiotus teaching during
the prescribed period may take place
only on specified davs of the week in-
stead of on every teaching day.

Clause 6.-Where religious teaching
ie required to be carriled on in school in
pursuance of the foregoing.provisions,
and there are Roman Catholic children
and non Roman Catholic children at-
tending such school, and the schoolroom
accommodation does not permit of the
pupils being placed in separate roomes
for the purpose of religious teaching, pro|
visions shall be made by the regulations
of the Department of Education (wbich
regulations the Board of School Trustees
shall observe) whereby the time alotted
for religious teaching shall be divided in
sucb a way that the religious teaching
of the Roman Catholic children may be
carried on during the rescribedperiod
on one-half of the teac ing days ineacb
month, and the religioud teaching of the
non-Roman Cetholie children may bhe
carried on during the rrescribed period
on ente-halFlf the teaching days in each
month-.

Clause 9-Where te schoolroom ac-
commodation at, the disposal cf the
Trustees permitse, instead of alloting dif-
feont datys of te week te ithe different
denominations for I-he purpose ef re-
ligious teaching the pupils ma&y, be
separated whben the hour fer rehgious
teachting arrives and placed in separa-te
