"The Conference, however, agrees that, Spain may, as soon as the]tion of the General Assembly of the United Nations ghall be abrogatedCcease to be applicable, accede to the Convention of the World MeteorcOrganization by complying with the provisions of Article 33 of thConvention, without having te comply with the provisions of Article ~3
the said Convention."

The Con ference also adopted the following resolutions:
