! A Human Rights Operation (HRO) can be stand alone, or part of a larger UN field operation, eg. a peace-keeping
operation. There have been 5 to date: El Salvador, Cambodia, Haiti, Rwanda, Guatemala. InEl Salvador, Haiti, and
Guatemala, the HRO was the vanguard of a larger and more comprehensive UN presence. In Cambodia it was an integral
part of UNTAC from the beginning. In Rwanda, HRFOR was a stand alone operation albeit along sidle UNAMIR.
