Or is the minister really indicating to the House
today that he has been thinking about it but in view of the
fact that it shatters ail precedent he is flot in fact prepared
to recommend an extension of the deadline?

Mr. Stanbury: Mr. Speaker, I think what I said was that
it had been requested, but one of the bases for the request
was that at that time it was expected there would be some
delay in distributing the personalized forms. Actually they
went out at about the samne time this year as they have in
the past.

What we are looking for
fromn the government are forthright answers on this sub-
ject. I would ask Your Honour to permit the hon. member
for Calgary South to rephrase his question so that we can
get some answers on this very serious matter.
