The impartiality of the|,

oning their homes and seeking houses at a

perts do not believe that such a quantity of

BARCELONA’S EXPLOSION.

a Bomb Into the Liceo
Theatre.

Special Powers COﬁferred on the Police
to Pursue the Parties
aneerned.

BaArcELONA, Nov. 9.—A dynamite bomb
thrown by anarchists into the midstof a
crowded theatre is the latest outrage and
dissster in Spain. The Liceo theatre, a
& magnificent  building, the largest of its
kind in Europe, was flled Tuesday nigh

ated to have numbered 4,000, and the opera
of *William Tell ¥ was being given. The
second act had just commenced when two
bombs were thrown either from the fourth
or fifth gallery iuto the midst of the stalls.
One exploded with a detonation which
shook the building to its foundation and
scattered death and destrnction on every

side. The second bomb fell into the lap of
a lady and rolled thence harmlessly to the

oor.

A scene of confusion and terror followed.
The audience rose to its feet in a panic,

falling plaster. Broken glass, falling on the
panic stricken audience, added to the num-
