Nest Pass Rallway, bullt and operated by
the Government, would necessarily be a
fallure, because the C.P.R. would control

The Globe's t.hoor( that the C.P.R, would
block the Crow’s Nest Pass Rallway at

Lethbridge was, perhaps, an unintentional,

but none the less a glaring, misrepresenta-
| tion of the facts, Many Western journals
pointed out the ease with which the C.P.R.
could be checked via 60 miles of prairie
i'allllwny hetween Lethbridge and Grand
falls,

A misrepresentation of the ability of the
C.P.R. to control a Government road at the
Crow’s -Nest Pass, at its eastern terminus,
was the weapon first used by The Globe.
It nas dropped that weapon, and now in-
sists that *‘It ls absurd to talk of comn-
troiling the C.P.R. by the comstruction of
a local road in British Columblia.”

So sweeplnﬁ a statement imputes the
gullt of absurdity to many admirers of The
Globe in the West, The Globe is unfair, if
not untruthful, in Its description of the
Crow’s Nest Pass Rallway as a local road.
Hon. Joseph Martin declared that the
Crow’s Nest Pass Rallway was the key
which could unlock the whole Western
country’s door to freedom from the worst
eylls of rallway monopoly. And thinking
Canadians in the Western country on both
sldes of the mountalns endorse the opin-
fon which Mr, Martin expressed.

The Detroiter Says It Is Not the Poor
Workingman.

He Had to Find His Own Hoe, Work the
Laund, Wait for the Harvest and Then
Get About 55 Cemts for His Weeks
Weork—The Corporation Gets the Best of

From the Ambitieus City,

Hamiiton, Feb, 24.—~(8pecial.)—Ald, Find-
Iay's potato patch project, looking, as it
does, to the amelioration of the lot of the
poor of this city, has been favorably en-
dorsed by a number of the citizens. In
deciding upon an enterprise of so much
importance every bit of evidence gdduc-
able will be of some value, and the follow-

ing statement to The World by a witness
of the scheme in Detroit, its birthplace,
may not be amiss, The speaker, who is
now working in Hamilton, asked that his
name be withheld from publication, but
sald that If it was required he would sub-
stantiate his statements.

* The project started with some 10
acres,” sald the speaker, ‘‘and this was
seeded by the projectors. The unemployed
who came along had to bring his hoe with
bim, or, if he was not the owner of this
tool, he had to borrow or hire it. He cut
out the weeds and looked after the cultiva-
tion, untll, in the process of time, the har-
vest was ready. The big man now divided
the spoll, Each worker, after belng warn-
ed against waste, was asked how large'a
family he had, and how many bushels of
potatoes he thought would suffice him for
the winter. If a man sald that he was
blessed with four children he recelved four
or five bushels. Potatoes were then sell-
ing at 11 cents a bushel. The patch-work-
er, therefore, bad he had the funds, could
have goue Into the market and bought his
winter's supply at the outset for 0O cents.
Instead of $1 or $1.50 a day for the support
of his family, the worker gets 055 cents for
probnbl{ a week’s labor, and this, of
course, Is the pecuniary value of his months
of wdun‘. On the other hand, the owner
of the property got his land enriched and
relleved of all taxes, and the munleipal
profit was in one year over $6000, The
idea of helping the poor is a good one,”
remarked the speaker, in conclusion, ‘“‘but
unless the scheme proposed here is different
to what I saw In Detroit the corporation,
and not the loyed, will be benefited
by it.”
