The Critic (after
duly crediting the Americans with their
sliare in the developing of the Kootenays),
points out that citizens of the United
States are given a much better show In
Canada than are citizens of Canada in the
United States. While our cousins from
across the border have all the privileges of
tur subjects in prosecuting their
jertakings, the mining laws of the Ame-

n states do not accord Canucks any-

hing like fair play. “Fair play is bonny
play,” and where the Americans are treat-
ed with such open-hearted friendliness on
' this side, they should be willing to recipro-
cate with equal heartiness. But they do
not do this. Instead they regulate their ore
and bullion duties, so as to force across the
line industries that belong to Canada. The

Indlanapolis, Ind., Aug. 23.—The Supreme

Lodge, Knights of Pythias, began its bl-
ennial session at the Hall of the House of
Representatives at the State Capitol this
morning.

| The Supreme Lodge is In poor finaneial con-
dition, having less than $10,000 on hand, and
thisfact hag caused some of the members to
severely criticize the present Supreme offi-
cers, and some of these charges found their
way into the public press, causing a great
sensation. The Supreme Lodge late this
afternoon appointed an Investigating Com-
mittee to ascertaln who furnished, the
charges to the papers.
