SMALL BOAT SECTION R. C. Y. C.

Younger Members Look for Some
Good Racing in the 16-Foot
Class Next Season.

At the Royal Canadian Yacht Club Sat-
urday pight a movement was inaugarated
vhich,/from the amount of enthusiasm dis-
played, should result in some good small
boat racing on Toronto Bay next sumimer.
