It seems that Lewin owed F. J. An-
drews the sum of $2250, and the latter,
hearing that Lewin was preparing to leave
the country, procured an order, under
which Lewin was arrested and placed iu

jail. Mr. Cameron claims that his client
never had the least Intention of leaving
the country, and also that the amount
claimed is incorrect. 'The motion will
come up again in a week.

The Smith Estate Case.

Yesterday before the Master-in-Chambers,
in the case of Gooderham v..the Smith
estate, Mr. Gamble, on behalf of the exe-
cutors of the estate, hade an application
for the court to set aside the action pend-
ing against the estate by Mr. Gooderham,
thus giving a clear fitle to the property
to Mr. FKred. Burgess, who tendered the
bag eof gold to Mr. Gooderham, in pay- |
ment of a mortgage. The court direct|
ed that the case be trled at Whitby the
latter part of the week, as that will be
the earliest sitting of the Assize Court.

An affidavit of Edward Smith, one of
the executors, was read, and gave a his-
tory of the case from the beginning. Last !
October, Mr. Gooderham commefced a suit
for foreclosure; a settlement was reachedj
in March, and in April Mr. Fred. Burgess |
came forward with a proposal to pay off
the mortgage, and now  Mr. Gooderham
sues to prevent this. A suit has already
been entered to set aside the sale of
the property which Mp. Gooderham made
to Gooderham & Worts. The case is a
very complicated one, and will likely be
prolonged for some time.

Counsel for Mr. Willlam Mahoney of
Hamilton, who is at present confined in 2
private institution at Hamilton as a luna-
tic. moved to have the order which plac-
ed him there set aside. The counsel con-
tends that his client is sane, and, as such,
should be free. He has considerable pro-
perty, and his chiidren, thru their counsel,
object to his being set at liberty and oe-
ing given control of his property.

Mr. Sifton Promised to Look After

Ottawa, May 20.—(Special.)—On motion
to go Into supply in the House to-day,
Mr. Wilson (Lennox) drew attention to a
letter by Mr. Charles R. Devlin, immigra-
tion agent in Ireland, printed in The Mon-
treal Herald, in which the writer harshly
criticized members of the House. Mr.
Wilson submitted that if Mr. Devlin had
the right to criticize members of the
House every civil servant in the country
had the same right.

Mr. Cowan: Did he tell the truth?

Mr. Wilson : No, sir, he did not tell
the truth. The time, Mr. Wilson said, was
too short to deal with the subject now,
but he would bring it up next session to
show that elther the reports of the In-
terior Department or the statements of
Mr. Devlin were incorrect. For the pres-
eut he would only say that Mr. Devlin's
letter was unfair and untruthful.

Mr. Sifton would say nothing further for
the present than to repeat his statement
of the other day in supply, that he would
see to it that no official in his depart-
ment would transgress in that way again.

Mr. Monk’s Complaint,

Mr. Monk, speaking in Krench, brought
up the subject of the act recently pass-d
by the Quebec Legislature, wiping out
all legal proceedings taken to unseat mem-
He pointed out
the tyrannical, reactionary nature of such
a measure, interfering, as it did, with the
Jurisdiction of the courts. The Attorney-
General of the province had voted against
the bill. Petitions had been presented,
he said, to the Governor-General, asking
the disallowance of the act, and he sub-
mitted that the Federal authority had the
power to disallow such a measure, even
altho it was within the competence of the
Legislature to pass.

Premier Unaware of It.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier said the petition
must have been put in within a day or
so. It might be before the Minister of
Justice, but he had not yet reported upon
it to Council. The petition, however, was
not from several parties, but only from
Mr. Nantel, who alleged he was a candi-
date in Terrebonne, but was defeated, and
lodged a petition against his opponent,
and he asked disallowance of the act so
his case might be proceeded with. But
even if the act were disallowed, that would
not advantage Mr. Nantel, because there
was a judgment in the case by Mr. Justice
Taschereau declaring the petition null and
vold. He agreed with Mr. Monk that the
Federal power of disallowance extended
to acts which were Intra vires of the Pro-
vincial Legislature. Indeed, it was more
requisite in such cases, hecause an ultra
vires act was really harmless and did not
need disallowance. Whether this act were
passed wisely or unwisely he was not pre-
pared to say, but he v ‘nld say this, that
had he been in the Quebec Legisiature
himself he would, like the Attorney-Gen-
eral, have voted against such a law.

Mr. Carnegie is determined that the bene.

SURGICAL TREATMENT OF HORSES

Anesthetics Being Rarely Admin.
istered—Operations Are Geners
ally Very Painful.

Even tho knowing it Is for the animal'y
good, a surgical operation on & dumb beasy
is one of those things the erdinary hu
mane man would prefer not to look at
However, veterinary surgery bhas made
great progress In its methods, the same a8
buman surgery has done. Still you know
the poor creature must suffer intense pain,
seelng that anaesthetics are rarely used
in cases of animal treatment, owing to the
peculiar sensitiveness of its mechanism
Casting is the almost universal method of

surgeon’s knife, altho an Knglish invention
is claimed to do away with this by placing
the animal in a vise-like instrument, after
which the surgeen-can manipulate the ¢on-
trivance at will by the simple moving of &
lever. Local veterinaarians do not place
great faith in the device, because of thein
expressed belilef that a horse would be
apt to Injtire himself in/X. f

The stocks, as they are used in this city
by veterinary surgeons, are made of heavy,
strong wooden beams, and even these have
been known to break under the strain of &
horse confined within its bounds making
desperate efforts to extricate itself.

“A horse, confined In the stocks,” sald
one surgeon, ‘no matter how heavy and
strong they may be, is so irresistible In
strength that have known the stocks to
give away and burst as If they were mere
scantlings. We have to provide against
blethat by making the stocks of almost in.
credible strength, and so 1 cannot see what
would prevent a horse, raised from the
ground and fastened in the revolving de.
vice, from Injuring itself in that irom
strait-jacket, for that s just what It
amounts to.

‘““The best way, even tho it has been in
use for years, is to cast the horse. With
the method of roping the animal there i8
absolutely no chance for it to move, as éan
be seen by photographs , time exposures,
which have been taken of horses in this
recumbent position.” \ .

If the tail, the head or ithe breast is to
be operated upon, the stocks are universal-
ly used by the veterinary surgeonc¢ of the
United States and Canadd. The horse is
backed into a sort.of stall, heavy beams
forming it on either side, and a strong
beam being placed crosswise at the rear
and in front of -the animal. In this way
h e cannot possibly move either forward
or backward., Then a huge cloih strap is
fastened underneath the horse and another
over lis back, and he finds himseit as solid-
ly wedged into the stock as an anchor
cemented into a rock.

His feet can ten be readily tied so that
he cannot move them, and the animal 18
all ready fo|r the operation.

If the feet or legs are to be operated
upon, or a serious operation is to be per-
formed on the animal’'s body, then he s
cast on a bed of sawdust In as remarkable
8 way as the cowboys throw their wild
horses on the plains, with the single ¢x-
ception that a wild Western horse ¢an
kick, while the horse in the grasp of the
modern veterinary surgeon has no oppor-
tunity whatever for any ftancy movements
of his lower extremities.

Minor operations -are sometimes under
taken without either casting or chloro-
formifig a horse, but this is a dangerous
proceeding, both to the horse and to the
operator, for there.is likely to be some
swift kicking as soon as the point of the
knife touches the horse.

One veterinary recently extracted a perve
from a horse, an operation which is an
everyday occurrence with veterinariaus,
and_ he used merely a 2% per cent. solution
of cocaine to quiet the extreme pain caus -
ed by the taking out of the nerve, 4B8
animal was neither cast nor strapped, but
merely recelved the injection ot ihe drug
and had his head fastened in the *‘persusii-
er,” which can“be found in every stabie
The “persuader” is a club or round stiek
at one end of which is a strong smoous
rope, an eighth of au inch thick, waich 18
slipped over the chin of the horse and then
turned until another turn wauld cause the
aumimal severe pain. So severe would this
pain be that the horse does not move, be-
cause a slight movement on his part would
cause the rope to tighten in an instant.
This Instrument is used espectally wita
spirited horses belng cleaned, shod, .or
when they have their teeth extracted.
For there is no laughing gas for the horse
with refractory molars. d

In many instances the method of "the
side lining is -used for minor operations.
Side lining 18 a system of roping a horse
with pulleys so that he stands on three
legs, has one leg drawn up under him,
and has his head so fastened that a siight
nove would make his footing uncertaln,
A ‘horse has scrupples about falling down.
He may like to lie down ever so much,
but he will not fall down if he can pPose
slbly help it. Quick - tempered drivers
might take a noote of this when they anuss
a4 horse that has stumbled in the street
and fallen. So, with the side line, a borse
will take absolutely no chance ot williully
falling when he finds that he has but thres
legs to depend on and his head is checked
way down so that, by raising it, he would
deliberately throw. himself.

When the horse is first brought in from
his own stable to the hospital he 1s not
carried, it is needless to say, to a private
room in a cot on spring wheels. It s
say he is unceremoniously hoisted eithef
to the operating room of the modern horsé
hespital os else to the teratment room I8
the basement, by means of a huge tacké
which 1is fastened to the body harness
specially adapted to the peculiar circume
stanees of the animal’'s-aliment,

But they are as kind and gentle with 8
sick horse in the horse hespital of to-day
as they are with the most dejlcate patient$
in the private wards of the various medis
cal institutions of a large city.
