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A Canadian Postoffice Which Should
Be in Russia.

How One Liberal Newspaper Fared
During the Fedoral Electien
Campaign.

e Em———

Quebec, Oct. 10.~It was announced
some daeys ago that the Laurier Gov-
ernment had instructed the chief post-
office inspector, Mr. Sweetman, of To-
ronto, to investigate certain very ser-
tous charges made by the Electeur,
into 'the administration of the Quebec
postoffice. These charges were sub-
stantially that ‘before and during the
recent &ederal eampaign, while the
Conservatives were allowed to pass
their newspapers and campaign Ilit-
erature generally in immensSe quan-
tities through the mails here without
payment, the Electeur was not only
compelled to pay to the last cent, but
that its daily issues mailed to its sub-
scribers and friends, were intercepted,
delayed and systematically diverted
from their destinations in the Quebec
postoffice, by orders from Ottawa, that
copies of the Courrier du Canada, and
other Conservative papers, containing
virulent articles agminst it or the
Liberal leaders, were frequently in-
serted between the pages of the Elec-
teur, and thus forwarded to its sub-
scribers, and that even letters address-
ed to it were opened and their con-
tents moted before delivery. The in-
vestigation into these charges has now
closed, and it is understood that it has
fully borne them out, showing that
even her Majesty’s mails were not
considere@ sacred by the late Con-
servative regime, and that a state
of things prevaliled which has no
parallel, except, perhaps, in Russia,
and the other despotic countries of the
world. The Electeur, referring to the
subject says: ‘“The public can hardly
form an idea of the persecution of
which we have been the victim tor
several years past at the hands of
the postal service. The machiavellian
methods resorted to by the creatures
of the late regime to ruin our paper,
savor of romance. Yet in the course of
an investigation which the Postoffice
Department has just held at Quebec,
the spectacle has been witnessed of
employes coming up one after the
other, and declaring on oath that they
had received formal Instructions te
let such and such Conservative papers
pas8 free through the mails, and to
confiscalte in as large numbers as pos-
sible, the numbers of the Electeur.
We shall not mention the mames for
the present. We prefer to wait for a°
copy of the official text of the deposi-
tions. While certain Conservative pa-
pers thus escaped payment of some $30
a day, the copies of ithe Electeur,
which were fully and regularly paid,
were intercepted by hundreds. During
each day of the late campaign we re-
ceived protest upon protest from our
subscribers, complaining of the irre-
gular way in which they received
their papers, and threatening to throw
up the Electeur. We now know the
cause of ithese dirregularities, and the
explanation given of them by the post-
office employes is simply: ‘What would
you have us do; we had to ebey the
instructions given wus.’ "

The Liberal organ alse relates how
the investigation has shown that every
possible obstacle was thrown in the
way of the circulation of its dissues,
how every frivolous pretext was seiz-
ed for the purpose and to endeavor to
cripple it financially, how even regis-
tered letters, addressed to it, and sup-
posed to contain political secrets, were
opened and read, and then ferwarded
to it with the false ‘statement that
they had been received opened, and
how, only the other day, the pcstmas-
ter of one of the parishes of Gaspe
sold 100 coples of its paper, which had
been intercepted and never delivered
to their addresses, which he took the
precaution of cutting woff before dis-
posing of the papers. TUnder the cir-
oumstances, it declares it to be simply
astonishing how, in the face of such
persecution, it succeeded in coping
with the competition of its confreres,
whose issues were circulated with un-
broken regularity. In conclusion, it
says that the Eleeteur would seem to
be perfectly justified in calling upon
the Government to make a clean sweep
of ‘the staff of the postoffice, for it
adds: ‘“We do not think, however, that
it would be fair to do so. We do not
approve of the dismissal of subaltern
officials who were forced to do wrong
under the threat of being discharged.
It is those who threatened these poor
employes that the Postmaster-General
should strike at and expel from the
public service, for the protection of
the public at large.”

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CURING CHEESE.

Factorymen Urged to Give Particular
Attention to Curing the Fall Cheese.

(By J. W. Wheaton.)

As the cold weather approches,
cheese-makers should put forth a spe-
cial effort towards keeping the curing-
rooms at an even temperature that
will cure the cheese properly. Many
lots of cheese that have been weil
made have bheen spojled by neglect
when put in the curing-room. Irregu-
larity in the temperature during the
cold season will injure the flnest cheese
made. The great importance of hav-
ing & cheese properly cured is not
fully realized by our factorymen.

Cheese-makers and factorymen are
urged to give particular atteantion to
the following: i

1, Have every crack and crevice ia !
the curing-room closed up securely, SO ;
that there may be mno munnecessary |
waste of heat. !

. It is necessary. to have a sweet '
arld purve atmosphere for curing
cheese, and consequently rubbish of
any kind should be removed and the
floor and shelving kept as clean as
possible. s

3. A temperature of from 60 to 65
degrees should be maintained both
day and night. This can be accomp-
lished better by using a coal instead
of a wood stove. Every factory should
be provided with a coal stove. It will
not cost any more to burn coal than
wood, and a more even heat can be
obtained. In cases where a wood stove
s in use, it is the custom with many
makers to put on a very hot fire in
the morning and leave the cheese to
themselves perhaps till evening, when ]
a similar fire is put on. An even tem-
perature can never be obtained in this
way. A moderate fire that will keep
the room at the desired temperature
should be maintained, and it should
be somebody’s business to visit the
curing-room frequently and see that
this is carried out.

4. Each curing-room stove should
have a suitable . jacket surrounding
it to prevent the heat from radiating
directly against the cheese, and that
will cause the heat to spread out over
the room, A piece of galvanized sheet
iron placed on legs a foot high, so as
to reach a couple of feet above the
top of the stove will serve the purpose
well. This eould be fastened in front
of the stove, when it ecould be opened
at any time to put in fuel.

5. Makers will do well to have their
cheese looking as cleanly as possible j
when placed on the shelves, and the
more even they are in size the better.
