These
debts were caused by Increased expenditure,
not to benefit the people, but to benefit the
narty, The excuse made by Mr., Harcourt,
that there was no debt, beeanse It was not
Immedintely payable, was enough to brand
t as dishonest with any business man, and
they have been golng behind every year
by some $100,000. They have another elec-
tion coming off, and within the next few
days they will advertise another sale of
timber limits In the Keewatin and Rainy
River Disteict, as large as four townships—
some 275,000 square miles—from which they
exnect to realize $750,000.

Ottawa, June 7.—~(Special.)—8ir Itichard
Cartwright, Hon, L, H. Davies and Hon.
Bydney A. Fisher were the Ministers who
recelved the delegution of the Montreal
Conference of the Methodist Church this
evening, who met them in Mr, Laurier's
room at 8, to tackle the Govermment on
the prohibition question, "Mhe deputation
was composed of ‘¢le eal @nd lay dclegates
to the conference, headed by Mr. W. H,
Lawbly of Inverness, Que.,, and including
Revs, Dr. Saunders, Manly Heoson, ¥. B,
Ryckman, F, Chisholm, G. C. Huxtable, T,
G. Willlams, Thomas Griffith, Willlam
Blalr, J. B, Mavelty, A, Lee Holmes, John
Gibson, John Wilson, Johu Grenfell, John
Beanlon and several lay delegates.

Mr, Lambly, by way of introducing the
deputation, read the resolution passed by
conference in the forenoon, setting forth
the pledges of the Govergment on the gues-
tion, and the desires of the conference as

to the submission of the matter to the
pcopl'e as u single and distinet fssue, Rev,
A, C, Courtice, editor of The Christian
Guardian, set forth the position of the
conference upon the question in a terse and
poluted address. Iu the pust, he said, peo-
ple had looked upon Government dealings
with prohibition as designed to shelve the
question, Even the Royal Commisslon Lad
been so regurded by some, uad he would
not like the people to fall into the habit of
charging the present Government with such
Intentions. Sir John Thompson, dwring his
Premiership, however, sald that the Gov-
erument had no Intention of enaeting pro-
hibition, and it would be uselegs for them
to-ask for it. That was rather shocking
to the temperance people, yet they could
not but adinire his manly frankness. 8o,
if this Government had no intention of sub-
mitting a prohibition bill, let them say o,
and let the temperance people know what
to expect, But If the Government did be-
lieve that prohibition of the lquor traffic
was a higher plane of national life than
lieensmg it for purposes of revenue, then
they should say so and introduce as soon
As possible a law that would carry that
out, It had been hinted that the result of
the Ontarlo plebiscite was merely the ex-
pression of a theoretical opinfon. 1If the
tovernment held that view they had better
throw the thing overboard. But' the au-
nouncements of the Premier led the tem-
perance people to expect better things.

He acknowledged that they felt disap-
pointed that the plebiscite bill had not neen
put through this session, as promised in
the speeca from the throne. Hut they
were told that the absence of the Premier
and the exigencles of the occaslon required
its postponewent, autd they were disposed
Lo agree that it was, pernaps, wiser, un-
der such clrcnmstances, to 6.
lay it, and condone the  delay.
Yet, while temperance people accepted the
situation, be would say thut too many such
disappointments would not be so happily
1ecedved, [Hear, hear.] As to the form in
which the question wus to be, submittea
to the people, he would assure the Govern-
meut tue temperance interests would not |
favor its being incorporated with the issne
of direet taxation. That would Impose (u
them the burden of a double compaign. ‘i'ne
utterances of the public meu of this coun-
try was calculated to lead public opiulon
away from direct taxation.”

“*Not all of them,” iAnterfupted Sir Rien-
ard Cartwright, with his best smile,
