Pblicy of Carrying Onut Eloc-

. tion 'by Enumeration of
" Voters is Condemned.

R

A statement handed out by the On-
tarfe. government contains a heady
reflection upon the Hearst policy of
carrying on electigns by enumeration
of voters. It is a costly system, so. cost-
1y, indeed, approximating $1,500,000,
that the official statement presages a
sensible franchise act next. session.
The statement says :

“The election act of 1918 provides
for an altogether new system of com-
piling the voters’ lists. Enumeration
was to be carried out under the su-
pervision of the voters’ registration
bourd in each county. Under - the old
system the voters’ lisls were not made
up in this manner, and the cost to the
province of printing and preparation
was negligible as compared with the
new system of enumeration.

Machinery is Clumsy.

“The present llethod of preparing
the voters’ lists has resulted in a sep-
arate set of accounts for the voters’
registration boards, in addition to
those usually rendered by the return-
ing officers. The accounts of the
voters’ registration board and chief
enumerators are, in ‘themselves, very
large. due to the enormous expenses
of enumeration and printing.

“In nearly all cases the sub-enum-
erators’ accourits were paid before the
€lection. These, amounted to $277,-
937.81.

“Already accounts of seventy-seven

ridirgs have passed thru the hands
of "the auditor.”

- BREAKS PREVIOUS RECORDS

: Twenty-Eighth Annual Report of Provincial Bureau of

Mines Shows Nickel and

to Capacity—War Was Largely Responsible for the
Unusually High Producti on of Many Minerals.

-

.. The twenty-eighth annuaf report of
the Ontario Bureau of Mines has been
slow in coming” from the Methodist
Book Room, where it was printed. It
deals with the mineral production of
1918 im.a number of interesting as-
pects. The" aggregate value of the
minerals produced in that year made
a high record. Several of the lead-
ing minerals of this province were in
great demand for war purposes, chief-
ly nickel. “The nickel mines of On-
tario were worked to their full capa-

city,” says Deputy Minister Gibson,

“up to the clése of the struggle, the
output being considerably in excess of
1917, previously the largest on re-
cord.” -

Mr. Gibson proceeds: “Ore from the
nickel mines contains copper as well,
and there was a corresponding in-
crease in the production of that metal
as compared with 1917. Another ne-
cessary substance was iran pyrites,
used in the production of sulphuric
acid for making explosives. « On ac-
count of the stoppage of importations
from Spain, recourse was had by mu-
nition makers in the United States to
the pyrite deposits of Ontario, mainly
in the Lake Superior region, where
the abundant supplies enabled them to
meet their requirements. With the

sudden coming of peace, this demand

fell off gx'eatl;f. and it cannot be doubt-
ed that, so far as production is con-
cerned, the result will be to materially
lower the figures for 1919.” - ;
In 1917 the total value of the output,
netallic and non-metallic, of Ontaszio’s
mineral industry was $72,093;882.  For
{918 the value rose to $80,308,872, the
increase being wholly in the metallic
class of minerals.

Church Mass of Flames.

Deputy Chief George Sinclair was
on the scene a.d by this time the
flames had rapidly burned thru the
churcn floors and were shooting up the
walls and several feet out of the
windows. At 8.20 the entire church
was a mass of flames and firemen
were fighting the bilaze from every
angle of the bullding

One abdbur later the flames were
making great headway and were start-
ing to burn thru the sides of the roof.
Two motor engines and two steam
engines were pumping water, and,
altho the water pressure was very
poor, Deputy Chief Sinclair ordered
one of the aerial trucks in operation
to throw +the high pressure iato
operation. So poor was the watér
pressure that tae hose could not throw
the water half the height of the build-
ing and the flames continued to soar
skyward.

At 10.20 the roof sgave way and the
firemen luckily got away as, the burn-
ing debris fel] to the basement.

The intended issue of these regula-
tions was forecast by the board at a
sitting held Dec. 27, 1919, at Toronto.

Theé regulations, after referring to
séctions 2 and 4 of the combines and
fair prices act, and incorporating the
definition of a combine, as set forth
in the act, and attaching to the use
0f®the expression “combine,” as used
in the regulations, the same meaning
as attached to that expression in the
act, providg so as to compel the mak-
‘ing to the board of full disclosure in
in writing, signed by those concerned
as to the object, purposes agd scope of
operations of all proposed and exist-
ing combines, with evidence satisfac-
tory to the board that such combine
will not be operated and is not likely

to operate to the detriment of or
against the interest of the publi¢l The
‘inf m ‘as to proposed combines

must be supplied forthwith.
Must Send Information.

As to combines formed since the
of July ¥ last. the information must
be. supplied before the first day of
March, As to combines existing be-
- fore -the - .of the board the
information rmust ‘be supplied . before
the first day of May. In the event of
the ‘information not ‘being supplied as
required those in default will be
deemed guiity of an offence and, ad-
ditionally, the combine will be deemed
one ‘which operates to the detriment
of or against the interest of the pub-
lic, and "1t will ‘'be dissolved.

The regulations -are #quife compre-
hensive. They include all - combines
which have relation to -any drtiele of
commerce. The expression ‘“combine”
extends to and includes not only mer-
gers, trusts and monopolies, but also
al] agreements or arrangements where-
by a common price is to be charged
by any persons for an article of com-
merce or whereby, a resale price is
fixed by agreemient. Where agree-
merts or arrangerments as to price or
prices of articles of commerce have
been reduced to print ‘or
¢opy must be filed with the board, to-
gether with -a list of the names and
addresses of all persons who. have
agreed upon the price and a statement
as to the cost and the salg price de-
manded or proposed to be demnanded.

All persens who have taken part in
the. formation of any combine or who
are or have been in any manner en-
aged as parties thereto in the opera-
tion theredf are to be bound by the
regulations. including all parties to
mergers, .trusts, monopolies, common
price arrangements and common re-
sale price arrangements, but the men-
tion of such classes of combines does
not exclude from the operation of the
regulations persons who fall within a
class not mentioned.

The regulations, in fact, constitute
a “drag net” into which all existing
and proposed combines as defined by
the combines and fair prices act are
prgposed to be drawn and, as the
board may have opportunity, they
will be examined; the good and de-
fensible selected from the bad and
those seeming to call for dissolution
or punishment proceeded against.
