SUBSIDY IN U. S8, SHIPS,

Washington, Dec: 13.—Democratic
senators held a caucus to-day to hear
a report from the minority members
of the Merchant Marine Commission.
Senator Martin said that the bill that
will be introduced as the result of the
commission’s hearings is equivalent to
ship subsidy. Among the provisions
contenplated is one for the payment
of a subsidy of $5 per annum on Ameri-
can-built vessels; another for rebat-
ing the tonnage dues of American ves-
sels, and a third for a larger premium
on 12 or 15 additional mail ships to
foreign ports. Senator Martin told the
caucus that these points had been-de-
cided upon by the majority members
of the commission, but that the minor=
ity had reached no conclusion as to its
course.
