Substance of the Funeral Sermon, preached on occasion of -
the Drath of the Rev. A, Tuovison, D. D., by i
Cuarmrns, at 5. George's Church, Ldinburgh, on
Sunday, February 20, 1431, i
On Suany Morning, Febraary 20th, the Rev. Dr.
Chalmors, who was appointed by the Presbytery of
Edinturgh to declare the church and parish of St
Georga's vacant by the death of the Rey. Dr, Thomsoa,
prenched the funeral serwon, a8 it is termed, of that
much vovered theolwgian, in 81, George's chnrch.—-
The choreh and passagea were erowded (o excess ;
and such was the sombre appearance of the multitude
of mournevs, that not a colour could be seen 1o relieve
the eve, save the crinison robes of the ecivic dignira-
vies, who showed their admiration of the charnoter and
talents of the late revered pastor of St. Georgu'es, by
8ppearing in front of the galiery.
Chalmers took his tost ram the 11th chapter of
the Epistle to the Hobrews, (ke latier clouse of the 4ih
verge—

“ He, being dead, yet speaketh,” |
and procecded to deliver one of those majestic and
spirit-stivring dizconrses which, on great oceasions, he
80 impetuonsly ponrs forth,

After stating the generality of applications of which
the text admits, and enlarging with great energy on the
lesson which mortals ought (o receive from the mul-
titndes which death is continually adding te his
domiuions, the Rev. Doctor enlarged on the more
etriking lesson which the assembly he was addrassing
received from (he death of their pastor ; As if death,
he said, hud wanted tn make the highest demoastra-
tivn ot his power, and for this purpose had selected for
his mark him who stood beiore them all, the most
eanspicnous of his conntrymen.  Iie would not spealk
of the relation in which their rovered pastor stood to
the city around him, and to the thonsands ofihose.' )vhn
I1id “heard him in meetings and assemhlios. They ,
koew how far the nntired benevolence of. his nature
eariied kim ; be might be said to have become the per-
sooal acguaintance of the peaple ; and so widely known |
wis be, that there is not a village of the land that the |
tidings of his death has not conveyed the tidings that
o master in Israel bad fallen. ‘And such was the
ehavm of his presence in evory house which hve,
eutered, that, eonnected with his death, there isat llnig
moment an oppressive sadness in the hearts of many !
thonsands of distant funllies ; and so widely s it felt;
that it may traly he said that a national loss has been
cosained.  “ Wien we think,” he continued, of
that vital energe, that prodigious strengihi, thut grap- |
pled with the difficaliies which waald have averborne
other men—of that elastic hroyancy, which ever rose
with the ocersion, and bore him onward and upward to
the suecessful termination of his cruse ; '{:hcn we
think of the weicht aau mnltipliciry of his duties—and,
(e i nathing could overawe that celossal mind,) of;
the fuciliy with which all was escented—when we
think of all this, and of how universally he laboured—
we cannat but sece, and we mnst acknowledge, that
death Bath made full proof of his mystery, that seis all
the wight of humanity at defiance. To his people his
death is n lesson in the highest sense. The wo:ld can
form no idea of the tenderness 1hat belongs to that
spiritual relationship which subsists hetween pastor
and people ; but, even thongh n stranger fo tho reality
of this tondarness, it may comprehend the growing
attnehment of hearers to their ministor, who, Sabbath
afier Sahbath imparts to them of his mental wealth,
and excites in them some of his own moral and
religious excollenco.  Even apart from this, there is a
sympathy with bim who from the pulpit has regularly
addressed then--a binding affinity with the man, with
the very tones of whose voice they would associate
inany of their most pleasing recollections-~to whom
they feel themselves united and endeared Tor the most
delightinl Sabbath of their days--who guided them in
their devotions, and clearod away theiv ditliculties, and
pointed out to them thie road ta heaven i and who, by
kis expostulations, and arguments, and prayers, was the
instrument of defermining them to forsake evil, and
follow Christ. Every Christinn can tell that to that
man there atinches no erdinary tenderness. Even an
unconveited hearer can tell this. It is incredible with
what sure eftsct even a minister of ordinary talent can
gnin an sscendancy over his people.  But his was no
erdinary championship. We all know that no ene
wielded bis weapons more vigorously than he did, or
who had such an arm of wight 1o carry by storm the
convictions of his people. ‘That such an arm should
now be motiunless—that such a voice should now be
for ever hushed, is to all a thought of the profenndest
melancholy, and mere especially to bis hearers ; he
was their special propecty, and te them it comes more
personally home—to them itisa personal bercavement.

As to his household ministrations, I perhaps do him
wrong to suy that auy large proportion of his hearers
did ot kiww him peifuctiy.  Such wag the voconguer-
able strength and activity of his mature, *at he might
alnast be said 1o have accomplished n peffect ubiquiy
among bis bearers, Many who were now present eovld
