COMMITTEE CUTS
THE ESTIMATES OF
THO HOSPITALS

Decides for Warrants for
Sums Actually Receiv-
ed in 1923

The finance committee of the Muni-
cipal Council this morning passed the
estimates of the General Public Hos-
pital and the St. John County Hospi-
tal but lopped $19,006.18 of the amounts
asked for by the two boards. Of this
$16,206.18 was from the G. P. H. and
$2,800 from the County Hospital. The
principle was laid down that the grants
this year should be the actual amounts
received by the various institutions last
year and these two grants were made
on that basis,
