V everSATIN A true bill was returned by a grand 
jury today before Chief Justice H. A. 
McKeown in the Circuit Court in the 
indictment against Harry Rabinovitch, 
charged with conspiracy with Benja- 
,min Freedman to deceive his associates 
in the Security Export Co. "and thus 
obtain an amount of money in the 
vicinity of $80,000. This was the only 
criminal case on the docket.

In opening his charge to the grand 
jury, the Chief Justice commented on 
the fact that it was the first circuit 
of the new year and he was pleased 
to note that business conditions were 
on the upward grade. He felt that the 
period of depression had touched the 
bottom and business was now climbing 
the hill towards prosperity.

Addressing the grand jury as repre­
sentative of the body of the City and 
County of St. John, he expressed the 
hope that in the coming year there 
would be a continued quickening of 
business and that the country would 
regain the ground that had been lost 
during the last 10 years.
Jury’s Large Powers

Judge McKeown then went on to In­
struct the jury in their duties. He 
pointed out that they were1 qualified 
to consider any matters connected with 
the administration of public affairs, re­
gardless of whether they were submit­
ted to them by the court or not. It 
was within their province, he said, to 
bring any person to trial that they saw 
fit; they were even qualified to demand 
that any public official of the city and 
county be brought before them to give 
alT account of the administration of his 
office.

He then outlined the evidence given 
in the police court in the case against 
Rabinovitch and, after being out about 
an hour, they brought in a true bill. 
The case will be proceeded with this 
afternoon.
